PJYC will provide a limited number of storage spaces in the PJYC lot for winter storage of members’ vessels. Storage spaces will be issued on a first come, first served basis. The Winter Storage Term, as approved by the PJYC Board of Trustees, is September 15 to May 15. If any vessel is not removed by the specified date, the vessel’s owner will be charged a $20 per day assessment. The PJYC Board of Trustees may consider extending the removal date, on a case-by-case basis, for extraordinary circumstances. The storage fee is $300. This contract, signed by Member, payment of $300 and a valid certificate of liability insurance naming the PJYC as an Additional Insured must be presented to the PJYC before the vessel is stored. Vessels will not be allowed to be stored if these requirements are not met.

Member must make sure of the following:
1) Vessel is removed from the PJYC yard by the date specified by the PJYC.

2) The storage area for each vessel is cleaned of all materials used by the vessel owner, stands, blocks and zincs, etc.

3) The sanding residue is disposed of properly. To avoid any problems with soil contamination, vessel areas must be covered while any bottom sanding is done.
Members storing their boats at the PJYC (“Members”) release the PJYC of all liability for any damage to their vessels or any other vessel or property as a result of actions by Members or Members’ agents while Members’ vessel is stored in the PJYC yard, or vandalism, etc.
The PJYC will not provide electric or water to any stored vessel during the period from the date of the official closing of the PJYC in the fall to the official opening of the PJYC in the spring.
