Jim’s back ground is in banking.  With this new appointment we rearranged the officer duties. In this letter I’ve listed the many social activities the HOA puts on. I also want to update you on some things the Board is looking at changing/doing.  On the back of this letter is the information the HOA maintains on its homeowners, we use this information only for communicating with the homeowners. (It is not given to anyone). This year we are requesting people to vote through the internet, you will receive an e-mail in January with the pertinent information.  If we don’t have an e-mail address you will be asked to vote by paper ballot which we will manually put into the voting system.

HOA dues will increase $25 for 2026.
