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When we drive a car the only limit we worry about is the speed limit.  When we fly an airplane there 
are a lot of limits we need to be aware of.  We need to know the maximum speed we can safely fly at, 
the proper speed for flying in turbulence, maneuvering speed, and stall speed. We also need to 
know weight and balance limits.  What is the maximum gross weight?  What is the forward CG 
limit what is the aft limit?  Can we operate in the utility category and if we do what are the limits 
there?  These limits and a lot of other useful information is included in the pilots handbook or 
operating manual for the aircraft.  The manual includes other useful information such as 
performance charts and climb charts.  It also includes emergency information such as emergency 
landing gear extension procedures.  Most manuals also include checklist for preflight, run up normal 
operations and emergencies.  If you fly different aircraft it is probably a good idea to review the 
manual before flight.  If you fly the same airplane all the time you should know the manual by heart.

Remember the superior pilot uses their superior judgment and knowledge
to prevent having to show their superior skills.
