REVIEW OF MINUTES FROM THE August MEETING: Approved

REVIEW FINANCIAL STATEMENT: Approved on a motion by Joe Walker, Seconded by Greg Small, all in favor 

CITIZENS: 
· Melvin Coakley stated there are a few people parked around town that are illegal. Also, a truck and trailer parked where there is a no parking sign and has been there for 3 weeks. Melvin also stated that there are kids riding their bikes with no helmets and there is a state law that they have to. He thinks something should be done about this. Bill Kessinger stated we have no jurisdiction over state law, Melvin stated the mayor has that power and should. Joe Walker stated that the State Police will have to enforce that law not the borough.
· Amy Heltman and Ed King were here regarding the storage sheds behind the old Belle Mkt. The people block their driveways, so they don’t have access to them, Ed stated a lady a week ago set up a yard sale in his yard and customers were pulling in and out of his and Amy’s yards and driveway, plus the road is full of deep potholes. They wanted to know what can be done. Bill Kessinger stated that unfortunately the road is a private drive so the borough cannot do anything about that. Also, they cannot do anything about the people blocking their driveway and suggest they call the police when it happens. Ed stated he would talk to the owner of the storage sheds but otherwise it will involve the police because they are getting frustrated.
· Daryl Geyer was here to give an update on the Fire Company. So far, there are a total of 550 calls for the year. He stated the new ambulance is in service and they are discussing what they are doing with the old one. The generator is here and should be up and running by the end of the month.

MAYOR: 
· Mayor Walker stated he received a call from Lynn Dapp about garbage being dumped in the field behind the storage sheds. When Lynn and Mayor went to look, it was cleaned up. 
· Mayor Walker is still looking into options for the abandoned houses.

STREETS:  
· Luke Peters stated the catch basin on Vesper St. was fixed and will be paved sometime soon. Luke also stated there is a big dip when coming out from Mill St. onto 150 and wanted to know if they can get a price to get it fixed. Craig Lindsey stated to have Aungst just fix it.

· Bill Kessinger stated he was told about a neighbor in Keswin dumping things into the ditch, the person stated he know we spend a lot of money cleaning the ditches and would hate for this guy to plug it up. Will send a letter to the resident asking to stop.
· Mayor Walker asked about the ditch on Maple Ave, if it should be cleaned out. Craig Lindsey stated we would leave it alone for now.
