Meeting was called to order at 7:00pm by Chairman Kenneth Packer

Attendees: Randy Peters, Joe Walker, Craig Lindsey, Melvin Coakley, Alan Uhler, Dan Yeaney, other attendees were Mike English, Bill Kessinger, Tim Bittner, James Walker, and Jake Welty

Minutes: The June meeting minutes were approved on a motion by Craig Lindsey, seconded by Melvin Coakley, all in favor

Financial Statement: Joe Walker made a motion to approve the financial statement, Craig Lindsey seconded the motion, all in favor

Citizens:
Jake Welty from RWR Insurance Group talked with both Council and Authority about insurance and will get final numbers to secretary by Friday July 11th.

Engineer:
· Alan stated he reviewed the lowest bidder’s packet from the July 2nd meeting, he discovered they have not turned in all required information that was requested. Alan stated he could not check references since they did not supply any. They were not considered a “responsive” bidder. Alan explained to the Authority that a “responsive” bidder is someone who has all the required information completed but that does not mean they are not a “responsible” bidder meaning they can still do the work if bid is accepted. 

· Melvin Coakley made a motion to reject the lowest bidder Hogan’s Hero’s based on them being a non-responsive bidder and not including all requested information. Dan Yeaney seconded the motion, all in favor. 

· Alan stated he has looked over the bid from next lowest bidder and everything is complete. Alan stated the difference in the price is approximately $6000 more than the lowest and the cost to connect each property is $5000 instead of $6000 which is a loss of revenue for Authority. After further discussion, Craig Lindsey made a motion to accept CnR’s bid, Joe Walker seconded the motion, all in favor. Alan will contact CnR and also write a letter for Hogan’s Heros explaining why they were rejected. 

· Alan stated we will need to send a letter to Hogan’s Heros explaining why they didn’t get the bid. Secretary will send a letter. Alan will also contact CnR to discuss the project with them and when they can start.

· Alan stated he would like to go with Randy and Luke to Carlisle to look at a booster station & pump there for Randy to decide if he is ok with it. The total cost of the booster station is $38,000.
