PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

REVIEW OF MINUTES FROM THE September MEETING: Approved

REVIEW FINANCIAL STATEMENT: Approved on a motion by Joe Walker, Seconded by Greg Small, all in favor 

CITIZENS: 
· Melvin Coakley stated a resident on Fairview St. was welding along the street while kids were riding bikes around. 
· Daryl Geyer updated council that all other municipalities are signed up with the agreement for the Fire Company. 
· The Fire Company has had 616 calls so far this year. They are also looking into changing the system they use. Daryl stated the generator will be up and running in about a month.
· Daryl stated they decided to keep the ambulance to use as an alternative one if needing to go into rough places or the other one is out of service for some reason. They will not be running 2 ambulances, just have spare.
· Daryl stated they are taking the apparatuses to have them checked over for what may need replaced or repaired and then they will set the 10-year plan.

MAYOR: 
· Mayor Walker stated there was a complaint regarding a Main St property. He stopped by and talked to him about the issues. Mayor Walker stated that some of the issues have already been addressed. He stated there was a brush pile at the neighboring property that should have a letter sent and asked to remove it. Secretary will send a letter. Also, a letter was sent to a property on Harrison St. for rubbish and vehicles.
· Mayor Walker stated after last month’s meeting, he rode to Fairview St to see about the illegal parked vehicle and found none in violation of the sign. He also checked Harrison St no vehicles were illegally parked there either. 
· Mayor Walker stated he noticed some work has been happening on the property of Maple Ave. Mike English stated they do not have a permit as theirs expired. Mayor Walker asked if a letter could be sent asking them to tear the porch off and board up the windows.
· Tim Bittner asked about the car on Fairview St that has been there for a couple years. Mayor Walker will talk to owner.

After discussion Mike English made a motion to raise the taxes 1mil at the rate of .002610, Greg Small seconded the motion, all in favor except Craig Lindsey who abstained from voting.
· Greg Small made a motion to approve the secretary to advertise the budget for public review, Mike English seconded the motion, all in favor.
· Bill Kessinger stated we need to set Halloween Trick or Treating, Mike English made a motion to have trick or treating on Oct 31 from 6:00-8:00pm, Greg Small seconded the motion, all in favor. Secretary will contact Fire Police.
· Greg Small stated the Santa Jump will be held November 8th Craig Lindsey made a motion to give a $500 donation to Santa Jump, Joe Walker seconded the motion, all in favor with exception of Greg Small who abstained from voting due to being on committee.
