Once a church has connected to NMFAM through the
CAN initiative, the Church Liaison helps ensure that the relationship stays strong,
communication remains open, and resources are delivered and utilized effectively.

PRIMARY OBJECTIVE

To act as the ongoing point of contact between the church and the CAN County Leader,
ensuring timely delivery and distribution of NMFAM resources and encouraging church
engagement in faith-based civic initiatives.

CORE RESPONSIBILITIES

- Serve as the designated liaison for your church, working in partnership with your pastor and
church leadership.

- Maintain regular communication with your CAN County Leader.

- Ensure your church receives and distributes NMFAM resources such as voter guides, event
invitations, and digital toolkits.

- Promote and support church involvement in NMFAM initiatives (e.g., Voter Registration
Sunday, prayer events, advocacy campaigns).

- Coordinate internal church communications, such as bulletin inserts, announcement slides,
or social media posts related to CAN activities.
