	Pre-assessment

Ask who can remind me of the three states of matter, and who can name one of each? 
Starter

Ask who knows the names of any changes between the states of matter? On the WB use water as an example to show all three states of matter and the names of the processes (E.g. melting, freezing, evaporation, condensation) 

Fill ice mould with water and freeze and boil kettle to show steam – use these as visual cues to show the three states of matter – what are we doing to the water to make it into steam? What would we need to do to water to turn it into ice, what do they notice?

Have them fill in the water sheet with the processes and names

	Main activity:

Introduce the word reversible – what can tell me what it means?
Go through definition, who can tell me what the opposite is? 

Go through pp – put reversible change on the board – use paired chat to have a discussion about what they think it means – feedback and explain using examples – who else can think of any more examples?

Repeat with irreversible changes
Go back to ice and water – could I get the ice back to water? How? Does it mean it is a reversible and irreversible change?

Get piece of paper – scrunch it in a ball – could I get it back to a flat piece of paper? (Yes – reversible change) – get scissors and cut in half – could I make one piece of A4 paper again? (Yes/No, could use tape etc but will it be the same?) What changes are these?

Hand out sheet – get them to write the definition for each in their own words – then fill in whether or not the changes are reversible or irreversible
