	Success criteria:

· I can successfully describe the characteristics of a chemical hazard
· I can apply this knowledge on my own potion bottle design.

	Time:

	Pre-assessment

Ask who can remember any of the herbs that we looked at in Mr Giles’ last lesson. What were they used for? Who can remember the three words we used to sort the ingredients. 
Starter

Explain we were working with safe ingredients last week but there are dangerous chemicals that are used to make old potions and that are still used today. In pairs, get the class to discuss who can tell me any dangerous chemicals they may have heard of. Who knows how we know that a chemical is dangerous? 

	

	Time:

	Main activity:

Go through hazards power point as a class. Who can recognise any symbols? Who knows what they mean? Go through the main points of each symbol on each slide and show the examples. Who uses these chemicals at home? (Nail polish, lynx etc) 
Who has seen an adult use some of these chemicals? (Bleach etc) 

Put up question ‘How can we stay safe’ and give them 2 mins for paired chat. Have a short discussion about safety. Who can think of ways we can stay safe? Write responses on the board. Use lolly pop sticks if same people are answering. 

Independent activity:
Hand out hazard sheets for the fill in the blanks activity. Put words up on the board to help LA children. Explain that they are using what they have just discussed to fill in the blanks about what chemical hazard means. 
Once they are beginning to all finish, get attention of class and explain new sheet for when they finish. Say they must show Mr Giles/ Miss Gilchrist/ Miss Marl before they can get the new sheet.

New sheet is a blank potion bottle. They must use their knowledge of hazards to draw a symbol on the bottle and write what the potion does and why it needs that hazard symbol. HA may do two symbols with two effects. 
	Differentiation:

LA will use the board and will need help in identifying the meanings of the words. HA will need little help from the words on the board and will retain the information to fill in the blanks. 

	Time:

	Plenary activity:

Ask who put what symbols on their bottle. Ask why they did it and what they put to describe the hazards. 
	Assessment: 
Observe who can answer questions about the hazards. Mark fill in the blank sheets to see who understood and can apply. Look at their own potions and see who correctly applied the symbol and the hazard. 

	Evaluation of lesson:
