I can use research skills to sort information under the corresponding titles. 
	Success criteria:

· I can use cards to research information
· I can re-write information in my own words

· I can use a thesaurus to find my own words
	Resources:

-Samples of herbs and other substances used in the lesson
-Three notecards for each 

-Herb grid

-Lesson PP

	Time:

5 min

	Pre-assessment

Show the class the examples of herbs. Ask who can name any. Ask what they all have in common. Tell them to think about their learning journey for a clue. Reveal they all used to be potions ingredients. 
Starter

Teacher will give the children three words, spiritual, magical and medical. In pairs, the students will discuss what they think each word means and will feedback to the class. 
	

	Time:

15 min

	Main activity:

The teacher will go through what old potion ingredients mean and why some of them were used. Put pictures on board and show real example, ask class to name it and guess whether it was used spiritually, magically or medically (Don’t use herbs on cards as they have all three). 
Independent activity:
In pairs, children are to get a card, read the information on it and the use this information to fill in the grid that will be stuck in their books. They are to be told to use their own words to re-write the information and try not to just copy it. Reinforce that thesauruses can be used to find synonyms. The information will be on cards which will be handed out on each table but students will have to go to another table and swap cards when they are in need of new information. (E.g. table 1 has three cards and table 2 has three different ones, after they have all used each they can swap with each other or another table.)
	Differentiation:

LA students may simply copy the information given word for word but will be in mixed ability pairs to give a chance for discussion about what to write. HA students will select the most important information to write down. 

	Time:
10 min
	Plenary activity:

Go through the information they have researched and get class to give examples of a spiritual, magical and medical herb use. Asked who has used their own words in their work.  
	Assessment: 
Teacher assessment throughout lesson, whether they can correctly sort the information and recall what they have found out. Look in books after lesson and see if they have used their own words.
