	Pre-assessment

Ask the class who has read any poetry. Who knows any famous poems? What are poems about? 
Starter

Introduce the Witches’ spell from Macbeth. Who can name any Shakespeare plays? Get a few children to read sections of the text aloud for the class.

	Main activity:

Evaluate the Witches’ spell extract through class discussion. 
Who can find the rhyming words?
Who can find any words relating to the LJ?
If there is any words that they do not recognise of understand, go through them. See if anyone else know the word. Go through the words and their meanings and see who can recognise how they relate to the rest of the text. 
Introduce the plan to write a poem for a competition (If not introduced on KM’s lesson on Monday) and say that they can win prizes and all get a bookmark. Explain that they need to use the text for inspiration to write a poem about their own potion. 
Independent activity:
Give out poem planning sheets. Explain that they must fill in the boxes to plan their poem. What is their poem/potion going to be about? What does it do? What words can they use to describe this in their poem? What literary techniques and word classes can they use? What words can they find to rhyme? What words will they use to describe the ingredients? How will it start? How will it end? 
If they finish their plan they can start a draft in their books. 
	Differentiation:

LA children will plan by using basic rhyme and little techniques. 
HA will use more literary techniques such as alliteration and similes.

	Plenary activity:

Get ideas of the class’ poems and see who can give any techniques or rhyming words. See if anyone would like to read out their opening lines. 
	Assessment: 
See who has used rhyme and other techniques and stuck to the brief of writing about a potion.
