	Pre-assessment

Ask who can remember what we did before half term. Who can remember any of the words or topics in Spanish?
Starter

Introduce new topic of food and drink and discuss that we are doing fruit today. Go through the Linguascope page for introducing fruit. Put the picture up, get the computer to say it aloud and get whole class to repeat it. Repeat a few times per fruit.

	Independent Activity:
Go through names in Spanish again and have the class fill in the top of the sheet as you do so, asking for people to read it out as you go along.
Go through PP – What fruit am I thinking of?

Split class into teams by table, introduce clues one by one – e.g. I am round, I am green, I am a berry etc…

The first one to put their hand up and guess it right in SPANISH gets the point for their team. 

If no one can guess it in Spanish the get them to say it in English and go through it again in Spanish – no one gets the point 

Go through all 8 fruits and see what table gets the most points

Make sure they all know how to complete a crossword, if not, explain it to the class and show the first one as an example

On their own, fill in the crossword IN SPANISH – reinforce this as people will try to write the answers in English

Say that they can use the top part of the sheet for spellings
