2 But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true
worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such
people to worship him. ?* God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in
spirit and truth.” » The woman said to him, “I know that Messiah is coming (he who
is called Christ). When he comes, he will tell us all things.” 2¢ Jesus said to her, “I who
speak to you am he.”

(% Just then his disciples came back. They marveled that he was talking with a woman,
but no one said, “What do you seek?” or, “Why are you talking with her?” 28 So the
woman left her water jar and went away into town and said to the people, * “Come, see
a man who told me all that I ever did.

3 Many Samaritans from that town believed in him because of the woman’s testimony,
“He told me all that I ever did.” #* So when the Samaritans came to him, they asked
him to stay with them, and he stayed there two days. #* And many more believed be-
cause of his word. 42 They said to the woman, “It is no longer because of what you said
that we believe, for we have heard for ourselves, and we know that this is indeed the
Savior of the world.”

18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrigh-
teousness of men, who by their unrighteousness suppress the truth. * For what can

be known about God is plain to them, because God has shown it to them. ?° For his
invisible attributes, namely, his eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly
perceived, ever since the creation of the world, in the things that have been made. So
they are without excuse. 2! For although they knew God, they did not honor him as
God or give thanks to him, but they became futile in their thinking, and their foolish
hearts were darkened. 2 Claiming to be wise, they became fools, ?* and exchanged the
glory of the immortal God for images resembling mortal man and birds and animals
and creeping things.

24 Therefore God gave them up in the lusts of their hearts to impurity, to the dishonor-
ing of their bodies among themselves, »* because they exchanged the truth about God

for a lie and worshiped and served the creature rather than the Creator, who is blessed
forever! Amen.

26 For this reason God gave them up to dishonorable passions. For their women ex-
changed natural relations for those that are contrary to nature; %’ and the men like-
wise gave up natural relations with women and were consumed with passion for one
another, men committing shameless acts with men and receiving in themselves the due
penalty for their error.

8 And since they did not see fit to acknowledge God, God gave them up to a debased
mind to do what ought not to be done. ?* They were filled with all manner of unrigh-
teousness, evil, covetousness, malice. They are full of envy, murder, strife, deceit, mali-
ciousness. They are gossips, 3° slanderers, haters of God, insolent, haughty, boastful, in-
ventors of evil, disobedient to parents, ' foolish, faithless, heartless, ruthless. 3> Though
they know God’s righteous decree that those who practice such things deserve to die,
they not only do them but give approval to those who practice them.

So he came to a town of Samaria called Sychar, near the field that Jacob had given to

his son Joseph. ¢ Jacob’s well was there; so Jesus, wearied as he was from his journey,
was sitting beside the well. It was about the sixth hour.

7 A woman from Samaria came to draw water. Jesus said to her, “Give me a drink.”

8 (For his disciples had gone away into the city to buy food.) > The Samaritan woman
said to him, “How is it that you, a Jew, ask for a drink from me, a woman of Samaria?”
(For Jews have no dealings with Samaritans.) ' Jesus answered her, “If you knew the
gift of God, and who it is that is saying to you, ‘Give me a drink,” you would have
asked him, and he would have given you living water.” '* The woman said to him, “Sir,
you have nothing to draw water with, and the well is deep.

The water that I will give him will become in him a
spring of water welling up to eternal life.” ** The woman said to him, “Sir, give me this
water, so that I will not be thirsty or have to come here to draw water.”

16 Jesus said to her, “Go, call your husband, and come here.” 7 The woman answered
him, “T have no husband.” Jesus said to her, “You are right in saying, ‘T have no
husband’; '8 for you have had five husbands, and the one you now have is not your hus-
band. What you have said is true.” ¥ The woman said to him, “Sir, I perceive that you
are a prophet. 2° Our fathers worshiped on this mountain, but you say that in Jerusalem
is the place where people ought to worship.” 2 Jesus said to her, “Woman, believe me,
the hour is coming when neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship
the Father.
