Guest Code of Conduct

The Hughson Chamber Fruit and Nut Festival (Festival) is committed to creating a safe, comfortable,
family friendly and enjoyable entertainment experience for all our guest. Therefore, the following
activities and behaviors are prohibited:

e Any activity that threatens the safety of Festival guests and associates including; aggressive
horseplay, fighting, throwing objects, or the blocking or obstruction of any building, booth,
exhibit, concession stand, performance, ticket window, gate, stage, doorway, fire exit, stairway
or walkway.

e Any activity that disrupts the Festival’s pleasant, family-oriented environment including
disruptive profanity, and threatening or vulgar clothing, language or signs.

e Any act defined by federal, state, or local statute or ordinances as constituting a crime including
damage, destruction, theft, or vandalism

e Inappropriate attire; shoes and shirt are always required on Festival property.

e Smoking of tobacco, e-cigarettes, vaporizers, or other similar products that produce smoke or
vapor anywhere other than the designated area(s).

e Failure to maintain proper control of an animal.
e Failure to follow the direction or reasonable requests of Festival associates.

e Wearing masks, clothing, costumes or similar which obscure or cover the face, exception
provided for cloth masks that cover the nose and mouth due to health concerns.

¢ Solicitation including the selling and/or distribution of materials of any kind without the
Hughson Chamber of Commerce authorization.

e Guests entering the Festival grant unrestricted rights and licenses to promoters, facility
management and all other entities associated with the Festival or their respective agents to
guests’ likeness in any broadcast, telecast, photograph taken or other transmission or
reproduction in connection with the event.

e Possession of items prohibited on the Festival grounds including:

o Guns, knives, mace/pepper spray/stream, or any items that could be considered or used
as weapons

o Alcohol, illegal substances or cannabis products in any form

o Bottles, cans or hard-sided containers



o Fireworks, firecrackers
o Unmanned aerial vehicles
o Any other items deemed dangerous or inappropriate by Festival personnel

o Any type of motorized/electric/foot-pedaled scooters, bikes, skateboards, one-wheeled
boards or golf carts

e Dress Code: Guests shall wear appropriate attire at all times, including shoes and shirts, and
there shall not be any obscene or indecent messages on clothing, or gang affiliated attire. To
view the full Dress Code contact Chamber staff.
