RAMGARHIA SIKH GURDWARA (RAMGARHIA SIKH TEMPLE) , SLOUGH

Name and Address

The name of the Gurdwara will be “The Ramgarhia Sikh
Gurdwara Slough”. In the text of the constitution the word
‘Gurdwara’ will be used instead of its full above said
name. . -

General Body members will be those members who have the
right to vote in the General Assembly.

The word “Community” will mean people of the Ramgarhia Sikh
Brotherhood.

The address and the office of the Gurdwara will be as:- The
Ramgarhia Sikh Gurdwara (Ramgarhia Sikh Temple), Woodlands
Avenue, Slough Berkshire, SL1 3BU.

The ménagement of the Gurdwara will be carried out from the
above said address.

Objects

To promote the Sikh religion by the administration of a
Temple and the holding of services therein, the celebration
of religious festivals, the organisation of Sunday or week-
day school, and by such other means as the charity trustees
from time to time think fit and ancillary thereto.

To provide facilities for the recreation and other leisure-
time occupation with the object of improving their

‘condition of 1life of those persons who have need of such

facilities as aforesaid by reason of their vyouth, age,
infirmity, poverty or social and economic circumstances.

Membership

The membership will be open to members of the Community
both male and female - over 18 years of age. The members
shall be the resident of Slough, and County of Berkshire.
In the towns where there are already existing and
functioning Ramgarhia Sikh Gurdwaras, people of those towns
and their catchment areas cannot become members of this
Slough Gurdwara. If a Gurdwara is established in any area
in the future which has previously been in the catchment
area of this Gurdwara, the existing members in that area
will have the option to continue their membership with this
Gurdwara or to discontinue it.

NOTE: Once this constitution becomes fully operational the
rights of those members who live outside the areas stated
in the above paragraph will be as follows: _

The life members would retain their rights for the rest of
their 1lives and the ordinary members would retain their
rights until the expiry of their current membership.
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CONSTITUTION

To become a member, a person will have to £idl complete a
prescribed application form proposed and seconded by two
paid existing members and this will have to be given to the
General Secretary. (Note: An existing member cannot propose
more than one member). Ir—a—morth)~ The General Secretary
will then scrutinise and verify the form and then notify

the person concerned accordingly. On having become a
member, he/she will be given a membership card and a copy
of the Constitution. Membershipfee—will—be—£1-06Ffor 3
year—and—Life—Membership —fee—will—be—£15-006- When an

existing ordinary member moves out of the prescribed
catchment area of this Gurdwara, he/she wer’t-will not have
the rights to vote. The membership fee will be set by the
Management Committee. The existing Management Committee
will have the right to increase or decrease the membership
fee.

One will have to follow the conditions 1listed below to
become a valid member:-

a. The member must have full faith in the Ten Gurus and
the Guru Granth Sahib, and must follow Sikhism in its
prescribed spirit and tenets.

b. Every member will have to follow the Constitution of
the Gurdwara and will look after the progress and
betterment of the Gurdwara.

The membership vyear will be from 1st January to 3lst
December. During the whole month of January new membership
can be registered and/or existing membership renewed. To be
eligible to vote at the election or at Meetings of the
General body a person must have been a member for one
complete year and have renewed his membership the following
year. Note : For the purposes of the Annual General Meeting
and elections in the year 2000 those who became members
after BApril 1999 and renewed their membership in January
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Any member who will have not paild the subscription by 3lst
January can be excluded from the membership.

&nv member, at any time, can tender his/her resignation to
the General Secretary of the & cara in writing if he/she
sc wishes.

For the well being of the Gurdwara, the Committee can ask
ar

a
member to resign from membership 1if he/she particularly
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CONSTITUTION

s

will not have been behaving well. If the member. does not

comply with this request then within 6 weeks in the General
Meeting ' of the Gurdwara, the decision can be taken to
exclude the member from the membership. To take decisions
of this nature, the members shall have to be notified four
weeks before to hold a meeting and it is the responsibility
of the General Secretary of the Gurdwara to notify all the
members, to this effect, in time and also to tell the
members in detail, the .complaint lodged against the member
concerned to be excluded from membership. Such a member

will have the right to plead his/her case either verbally

accompanied by a friend or in writing. If two third of the
members present, decide to exclude the defendant from the
membership, then he/she is deemed to have been excluded
from the membership from this time.

Until such a General meeting is held, the member in
guestion will have no right to take part in the programmes
and meetings of the Gurdwara

Structure of the Management

The Management of the Gurdwara will be as follows:

The management of the charity is controlled solely by the
Managing Committee. Those persons who are part of this
committee, are defined by Section-97 of the Charity Act 1993,
as those persons having the general control and the
management of the administration of a charity.

Rights and Meetings of the General Body

1. Any duly paid member will have the right to vote (see
clauses 3.1,3.2, 3.3 & 3.4) :

2. According to the terms of the Constitution to elect a
Managing Committee

3. To consider proposals to make any changes in the
Constitution but for any amendments to be made there
must be a Quorum of at least 15% of members eligible to
vote at the Meeting of the General Body. This Quorum is
only required for amendments to the Constitution.

4. The General Meeting of the Ramgarhia Sikh Gurdwara shall
take place once a year on the first Sunday of March. All
the members will be sent an invitation for the meeting a
month before and notice of this effect will be put on
the Gurdwara Notice Board. Only those members who are
eligible (see clause 3.3) can take part in the meeting.

the meeting and in the absence of both of them the
Committee will elect a chairperson from among themselves
only for this meeting.

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Rights, duties, obligations and Activities of the Management
Committee

1. The Committee shall have the right to make changes in
the rules and regulations with .the approval oI the
General Body, if it is felt necessary according to the
time prevailing.

2. To call a meeting of the General Body, after a clear
notice of 14 days, to consider a very important issue.

3. To look after the whole property of the Gurdwara and to
carry out the management according to the Constitution.

4. To constitute sub-committees for special matters.

5. To prevent any ideas/activities which may cause z split

in the Gurdwara.

6. It will be necessary to get the approval of the General
Body to carry out a new project (e.g. to construct a new
building, to do additional and/or alteration in the

"existing building, to buy new machinery or plant)
requiring more than £25,000.00 or requiring more than a
year to complete. As long as the limit of this amount is
not altered constitutionally wuntill then, this amount
can be increased by 5% in the coming year.

7. It will be necessary to get the approval of the General
Body to hold an ad hoc meeting,, (other than the General
Meeting) or such a conference or a programme (other than

Gurpurabs) the arrangement of which is likely to cause
disturbance in the management of the Gurdwara or which
may require £10,000.00 to complete it.

To appoint appropriate persons, according to the needs,
to teach Panjabi language, and to arrange supports for
children.

To run the affairs of the Gurdwara and to assist to
appoint a Gurdwara (Priest) and the Panjabi school
teachers on paid basis. To keep proper records or
accounts of the paid employees. This all should be done
according to the relevant Law of England.

The Managemeht Committee will be responsible for and

bound by existing obligations, contracts and liabilities
reasonably and necessarily entered into by any previous
Committee for and on behalf of the Gurdwara. In the
event that the Management Committee and/or Committee
Members do not perform or fulfil, wilfully or
negligently in part or in whole, all cbligations that
exist they will indemnify and keep indemnified each and
every member of the previous committee who entered into
the obligations.

The Management Committee is to remain in office until a
new Committee is elected/appointed on the date fixed for
the elections. If a new Committee is not
elected/appointed on such date the existing Committee
will remain in office and arrange for elections to take
place as soon as is practicable in accordance with the
Constitution.

Meetings of the Managing Committee

The Managing Committee will hold a meeting every month.
A week before the meeting, a notice about the meeting
shall have to be sent to the members.

All the meetings will be chaired by the President. In
the absence the Vice-President will chair the meeting.
In the absence of both of them, the Committee will elect
someone from among themselves to chair that meeting
only.

There shall be a quorum when at least one-third of the
number of the Managing Committee for the time being or 3
members of the Executive Committee (see 4.5), whichever
is the greater, are present at a meeting.

A meeting can be held, giving a week’s notice, on the
request of the President or any five members.

For an urgent matter, a meeting can be held without a
notice. The full record of such a meeting should be
kept.
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CONSTITUTION

The Committee will have the right to take a new member
who will have previously offered his/her name for
service, in place of a member who fails to attend three
meetings consecutively. But the out-going member shall
have to be notified in writing. The new member will be
taken from those members who happened to be unsuccessful
at the present Committee’s election time. The new member
should be elected through the lottery system (see
5.2.1).

During the Committee meeting, every member will address
to the Chairperson to speak. After the discussion, the
member who puts forward a proposal, will answer matters
arising out . of the other members’ critique and
objections and will not talk on any other matter. Any
member cannot talk on any matter for the second time
unless he/she is allowed by the President (the Committee
Chairperson) to express his/her views in detail. If a
certain decisién cannot be arrived at unanimously, then
the Committee will have the right to decide by votes. In
the event of equal number of votes, the Chairperson will
have the right of the casting vote.

To look after all the affairs of the Gurdwara and to
carry out the associated activities and to see them
executed according to the Constitution. In case of an
urgent matter, to get the Managing Committee’s approval
and to take an appropriate action.

To ensure that Committee meetings and religious
gatherings - Diwans - are held according to the
Constitution and not to allow people to . talk
disrespectfully and/or turn out such people if need Dbe.
If all the means seem to be failing to keep the
functioning of an event under control accordingly, then
the President will have the right to discontinue and
stop the event with the consultation of the members
present.
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To look after the Committee and Religious meetings and
if at any time a breach of the Constitution occurs,
then, with the consultation of the members of the
Managing Committee, to solve the situation wusing
relevant means.

During Committee meetings and Religious gatherings -
Diwans - not to allow any such situation to occur,
because of which the unity of the Gurdwara and the
application of the Constitution is endangered.

The President will have the right to spend £200.00 at
any time for the well-being of the Gurdwara but the
Committee members shall have to be informed accordingly.

The President will be answerable to the Managing
Committee in running all the affairs of the Gurdwara.

For any important matter, the President shall, at least,
consult with the Vice-President and the General
Secretary.

The President shall take the view of the Vice-President
and the General Secretary, before giving out his/her
view on behalf of the Ramgarhia Sikh Gurdwara to any
newspaper and/or media.

Vice-~President

In the absence of the President, the Vice-President, while
acting, shall have the full rights of the President. The
Vice-President shall assist the President in 21l matters.

Gaeneral Secretary

1.

He/She call the usual monthly meetings, and the General
meeting according to the convenience of the Managing

‘Committee members, and will act accordingly. He/She will

give view on important papers in the meeting. He/She
keep a full record of the meeting of the General Body
and of any emergency meetings. In the Committee
meetings, after discussions, he/she will get the
President’s signature for approval of the Minutes for
every meeting, he/she will prepare an agenda and shall
send it to every member on time.

The General Secretary shall spend £200.00 on behalf of
the Gurdwara when there is a dire need to do so, but
later on the Committee members will necessarily be
informed.

He/She will look after the property of the Gurdwara
thoroughly well.

The General Secretary will give full co-operation to the
Stage Secretary.

Hé/She will be responsible for doing all the paper work
and dealing with the correspondence. He/She will keep a
full record of all the in-coming Keertan Jathas,
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CONSTITUTION

speakers and visitors, and will also acquaint them with
all the safety measures to be followed in the Gurdwara.

6. The General Secretary will act as a representative, on

behalf of this Gurdwara, in the local and in other
Gurdwaras in Britain.

Assistant Secretary

He/She will assist the General Secretary in his/her work and
will do the General Secretary’s work during his/her absence.
While doing so he/she shall have all the rights of the
General Secretary.

Stage Secretary

He/She will carry out all the stage work with the permission
of the President, in all the programmes. As required the
General, the Assistant and the Stage Secretaries will fully
cooperage co-operate with each other.

Treasurer

He/She will keep ‘a thorough account of the income and
expenditure of the Gurdwara. He/She will be fully responsible
to do banking in the name of the Ramgarhia Sikh Gurdwara.
He/She will sign the cheques along with the President and the
General Secretary. He/She will present in detail the accounts
to the Committee. He/She will give all the accounts to the
auditor and after having been approved in the General Meeting
will get them signed by the President. He/She will be fully
responsible to collect subscriptions from the members, and
will keep the membership register up to date. He/She will put
forward the names of any members who do not pay or will not
have paid the subscription. He/She will issue a receipt for
any in-coming moneys for the Gurdwara and will bank the cash
accordingly.

Assistant Treasurer

Usually he/she will fully help the Treasurer and in his/her
absence will carry out all his/her responsibilities.

Store In-Charge

He/She will be responsible for the whole .store of the
Gurdwara and will keep an account and details of all the
things in there.

Assistant Store In-Charge

He/She will help. the Store In-Charge in carrying out his/her
work and during his/her absence will be responsible to carry
out the work as usual.
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Jathaydar (In-Charge of kitchen)

He/She will buy groceries for any function and for day to day
running of the kitchen. He/She will get the funds approved by
the Managing Committee and in general will do the needful.

Assistant Jathaydar

He/She will assist the Jathaydar in carrying out his/her work
and in his/her absence will be responsible to carry out the
work as usual.

Building Supervisor

He/She will be responsible to look after the Gurdwara
building and its cleanliness, safety and repair. He/She will
suggest to the Managing Committee what to do from time to
time for the betterment and improvement of the building.
He/She will arrange to put up safety and information
notices/sighs at proper places in the premises of the
Gurdwara and will look after them.

Librarian

He/She will manage the running of the library. He/She will
make sure that there are religious, cultural and historical
books in the library. He/She will also arrange to get and

keep getting Panjabi newspapers, periodicals etc.

Appointment of the Managing Committee

A decision will be taken in the Annual General Meeting (see
4.1 (4)) as to what sort of system should be adopted to
appoint the Managing Committee for the on coming two years,
whose terms of office will be two ere years only. Every
possible effort shall be made to avoid the election of the
Committee by voting system, because be by so doing there is a
possibility of division among the community. Two election
systems are proposed and described herein: -

(1) Election by Lottery System
(ii) By Balloting

If the lottery system is not approved in the General Meeting
unanimously or by the majority (two thirds of the present
members) then election will be carried out by Balloting. It
will be the responsibility of the Election Commission to
adopt the agreed system, whichever of the above said two, to
hold elections.

The Election Commission

An FElection Commission will be constituted who will follow
the agreed system to hold the election (see 5.0) .This
Commission will consist of 5 members and they will De
constituted by the Managing Committee. Nominations for this
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CONSTITUTION

Commission will be invited in the March General Meeting. Two
of the 5 members will be nominated by the present Managing
Committee and the other three will be from the general
congregation (Sadh Sangat). If the number of nominees from
the general congregation exceeds three, the selection of the
successful candidates will be arrived at by lottery. The
names of the successful members will be .announced in the
meeting before it ends.

The Managing Committee will consider the following points to
scrutinise the application forms for the Commission
nominations.

1. The candidate for this Commission shall have to be a
paid valid member and eligible in accordance with
clauses 3.1,3.2,3.3 & 3.4. for—theprevieous—two—years

conseeutivedy-

2. He/She should be thoroughly familiar with the Gurdwara
Constitution.

3. A candidate shall not be elected member of this

Commission if he/she 1is found immoral, convicted of
theft and or is an undischarged whe—has—been—Fegality
deelared bankrupt, in person or in business or if he/she
has been found lawfully guilty of cheating.

4. A candidate shall not be elected member of this
Commission if he/she is an idolater, a believer in a
living Guru in person (other than Guru Granth Sahib) and
also a follower of such movements/organisations which do
not believe in the genuine and prescribed teachings of
Sikhism.

5. The Holding Trustees of the Gurdwara and members of the
present Managing Committee shall not be elected members
of the Election Commission.

Objectives and Rights of the Election Commission

1. To receive the candidate’s application forms in
confidence.
2. Being impartial to scrutinise all the applications

according to the Constitution.

3. Whichever election procedure is adopted, to arrange for
and act upon it accordingly.

4. To make the out-going Committee, hand over the charge to
the in-coming Committee.

5. The members of - the Election Commission will
appoint/elect their own Chairperson from among
themselves.

6. The Election Commission’s decisions on the application

of the criteria to candidates shall be final.
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NOTE:- In addition to the members of the Election Commission,
two outside persons who should have some experience -to
conduct elections, will be appointed. Their particular

responsibility will be to watch that the elections are
conducted according to the Constitution and impartially.

Election Procedures

By Lottery

If the General Assembly decides to hold election for the new
Managing Committee by the Lottery, then throughout March in
weekly Diwans, it shall be announced that anybody who wishes
to be elected for the new Managing Committee, should get a
form from the Election Commission, complete #£i3t—it and put
it in the proposed Box on the preceding Saturday to the
sunday of the Vaisakhi Gurpurab by 8:00 PM. (The form can be
obtained kad from the Election Commission starting from the
first Sunday in April to the Friday preceding the Sunday on
the Vaisakhi Gurpurab, wuntill 8:00 PM. The details of the
Election time will be put on tHe Gurdwara Notice Board).

The candidatesfs name will Pe read out. in the Diwan of the
Vaisakhi Gurpurab.

The Election Commission will prepare the Lottery papers in
the names of the candidates and will present them to the
congregation on #n the feltewing second Sunday following the

sunday Vaisakhi Gurpurab- (election- day). TFhe—ecurrent—yea¥rs .
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preoecedure—starts+ The Election Commission will ask anyone
from the congregation to come forward and pick up any one
lottery paper and the name picked up will be announced there
and then. Those members who will not be eligible for Election
according to the Constitution, will be notified so after a
thorough scrutiny before the Sunday set for the Election.
Once the completed forms have been submitted, no one will be
allowed to withdraw his/her name.

By Balloting

If the General Assembly decides to conduct the election of
the Managing Committee by Balloting, then election will be

-conducted democratically.

The time for the election will be put up on the Notice Board.
The candidates for the new Committee are required to give
their duly completed nomination forms to the Election
Commission by the Sunday of the Vaisakhi Gurpurab before
12:00 noon. The Election Commission will get the Ballot
papers ‘printed in the names of the candidates and do all the
needful. It will then conduct the election democratically on
the second Sunday following the Vaisakhil Gurpurab Sunday. The
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~ After the voting is over, the
Election Committee will get the votes counted and will

declare the names of the new Committee at the same time.

Criteria for tﬁe Candidate

The Election Commission will keep in mind the following to
scrutinise the application forms received from all the
candidates: -

1. In addition to the terms of clause 4.5, the following
terms will also .apply to the said Office Bearers.

2. The President and the General Secretary cannot hold-

their offices for more than one twe—years term of two
years consecutively, but can stand for other positions
after having served, as such, for one term of two years.

3. Any candidate who is found immoral, convicted of thef£
or is an undischarged has—been—tegaliy-dectared bankrupt

in person or in business or if lawfully found guilty of

cheating, he/she cannot be elected member of the
Managing Committee. '

4. An idol worshipper, a believer in a Guru in person
(other than Guru Granth Sahib) and a follower of such
movements/organisations -whose teachings are against the
prescribed tenets of Sikhism, cannot be elected member
of the Gurdwara Managing Committee.

5. For the position of Office Bearers, the candidate must
have remained paid member for two years consecutively.

6. The candidate must be able to give sufficient and
relevant time to carry out his/her duties.

7. A member of any other Gurdwara Managing Committee cannot
become a member of the Managing Committee or an ordinary
member of this Gurdwara and an Office Bearer or an
ordinary member of this Gurdwara cannot become a member
or an Office Bearer of any other Gurdwara.

8. Anyone will not have the right to become a member of the
Gurdwara Managing Committee, if he/she Jjoins or
associates with an outside party/organisation which goes
against the welfare and well-being of this Gurdwara.

9. The Managing Committee member and other members will
have to take an oath that they will carry out their
duties and responsibilities according to the

Constitution of the Gurdwara and will sign a declaration
to this effect in the Minutes Book, before taking charge
of their duties and responsibilities.
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Handing over and taking over the charge

The present Committee will carry out the Vaisakhi
celebrations and will hand over the charge to the new
Committee. The new Committee will get the following from the
out-going Committee:- -

1. Minutes Book. Accounts Book. Correspondence file(s) and
other relevant papers/documents.

2. The full charge of any project or work, still going on.

3. Kitchen utensils, library and any other things (store,
groceries etc.). '

4. All the details for the safety of the building and all
the keys.

Use of the Gurdwara Halls
The Gurdwara has two congregational Halls:-

1. Guru Nanak Darbar and
2. Guru Angad Darbar

They will be used as follows:-

Guru Nanak Darbar

This is the main hall of the Gurdwara which will be used
entirely for the Gurdwara oriented programmes as for the
daily, the Sunday Diwans, Gurpurabs etc. On Sunday weddings
will not take place in this hall. Downstairs the Dining Hall
will be used necessarily for the LANGAR for the people of the
Congregation on Sunday.

Guru Angad Darbar

All other functions,will be carried out in this hall.
Auditor

In order to prepare the Annual Balance Sheet of the Gurdwara
accounts, a certified accountant will be appointed. He/She

will go through and examine all the accounts and if or when

need be he/she will ask for the Treasurer’s Account Books.
He/She will give a full report to the Managing Committee of
any discrepancies discovered. A statement of the annual
accounts of <the Gurdwara will be transmitted to the
Commissioners. All such accounts will = conform to the
Charities Act 19622. An auditor cannot be appointed from the
Managing Committee members.
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Holding Trustees

The Managing Committee shall cause the title to all land and
property of the Gurdwara to be vested in five individuals
appointed by them as Holding Trustees. The Holding Trustees
shall act in accordance with lawful directions of the
Managing Committee. Provided they act with lawful directions
of the Managing Committee, the Holding Trustees shall not be
liable for the acts and defaults of its members.

Future Holding Trustees shall be appointed, and a Helding
Trustee may be discharged by a majority resclution of the
members of the Gurdwara in Annual General Meeting evidenced
by a memorandum signed, attested and executed as a deed under
the provision of section-35 of the Charities Act 1960.

The following criteria will apply to a candidate for Helding
Trusteeship:-

L He/She should be a life member of the Gurdwara.

2, He/She should have a freehold property in &eugh
Berkshire.

3. He/She should have been a resident of Sieugh Berkshire
for the last consecutive five years.

4, He/She should not be a member of the Gurdwara Managing
Committee.

5. He/She should not be elected Holding Trustee, if he/she

is found immoral, has been convicted of theft amd or is
an undischarged legsllydeelsred bankrupt in person or
in business or has been lawfully convicted of cheating.

G. He/She should be a firm believer in the Guru Granth
Sahib and the Ten Gurus.

7. He/She should not be a Holding Trustee or an Office
Bearer of any other similar organisation.

8. He/She should take an ocath and give in writing to be
responsible to carry out his/her duties accerding to the
Constitution and impartially.

Amendment of the Censtitution

No amendment may be made to clause 1.1 (the name of charity
clause), clause 2.0 (the object clause), clause 10.0 é%791[4
and &) (Managing Committee members not tTo be Persgnafly
interested clause) clause 38 10.0 (8] (the dissolution
clause) or this clause without the prior consent in writing
of the Commissioners.

No amendment may be made which would have the effect ¢
making the charity cease to be a charity at law.

The Managing Committes should promptly send to the
Commissioners a copy of anv amendment made under this clause.

Any member of the Managing Committee or any Office
Bearer can be removed from office ehecked—eut by the
majority if he/she does something against the well~
being, associated with the Gurdwara, by joining an
external agent/agency or 1if he/she disobeys the
Constitution and for which the following conditions must

apply:-

a. The person concerned should be told his/her guilt
in writing, and should be given the opportunity to
plead his/her case.

b. To consider such an issue, it should be included
first in the Agenda of the Committee meeting among
the items to be considered carefully.

Tf a situation for a member or for an Office Bearer

becomes vacant then in his/her place, that member will

be appointed who had been unsuccessful at the initial
appointment of the members of the Committee. This
election will be carried out within four weeks, by the
Lottery system. If a vacancy is not filled in time, it
would not effect the meetings of the Committee.

The President, General Secretary and the Treasurer
cannot leave their positions as long as some others are
not appointed in place of them, but they can do so under
unavoidable circumstances. In case of extremely urgent
situations the Assistants can act for them. If even that
becomes impossible, then the Holding Trustees will take
over the Management of the Gurdwara into their own
hands, and will appoint the new Committee according to
the following:-

a. After having given a fourteen day notice, they will
hold the General Meeting and appoint an Election
Commission (see 5.1).

b. The Election Commission will appoint a new Managing
Committee within four weeks, according to the
Constitution. '

Any member of the Gurdwara, will not take or accept any
commission, wages or benefits without the permission of
the Managing Committee while doing something for the
Gurdwara.

Any member of the Gurdwara, cannot use the name of the
Gurdwara or his/her official position/status for his/her
personal benefits and gains.

Sub-Commi ttees

Every Sub-Committee will consist of 5 members and they
will elect their own Chairperson from among themselves.
Three members will complete the quorum for meetings. The
Sub-Committee can have appropriate members from the
Managing Committee and from the general members for its
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CONSTITUTION .

making. All the reports of the Sub-Committee will be
presented to the Managing Committee and after having
been gone through they will be entered in the Minute
Book. The Sub-Committee will have the right to carry out
only the assigned tasks. '

No external agent or agency can interfere with the
management of running the day to day affairs of the
~Gurdwara, unless any such interference is required and
approved in the General Meeting.

If in a meeting, the members decide to dissolve the
Gurdwara, then after having dealt with all the
payments/debts, dues and responsibilities, any left over
moneys and properties, should be used for the welfare
and well-being of the Ramgarhia Sikh Community in the
United Kingdom as considered charitable or given to such
other charitable institution or institutions having
Objects similar to the Objects of the charity as the
members of the charity may determine or failing that
shall be applied for some other charitable purpose
according to a resolution passed in the General
Assembly. A copy of the accounts, or account and final
statement, for final accounting period of the Gurdwara
must be sent to the Commissioners.

For such a meeting, at least one half of the total
members, is essential to be present and the resolution
can be passed by two thirds of the members present
therein.
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
