BIBLE INSIGHT: 

WHAT IS PENTECOST? 

Pentecost is a feast commemorating the descent of the Holy 

Spirit on the Apostles (Juan 20:19-23). It takes its name from 

the fact that it comes about fifty days after easter. The name 

was originally given to the Jewish Feast of weeks, which fell on 

the fiftieth day after Passover, when the first fruits of the corn 

harvest were offered to the Lord (Deuteronomy 16:9), and 

later on the giving of the law to Moses was celebrated. In the 

early Church, Pentecost meant the whole period from Easter 

to Pentecost Sunday, during which no fasting was allowed, 

prayer was only made standing, and Alleluia was sung more 

often.  

The church teaches us that we receive the Holy Spirit in 3 

sacraments: baptism, confirmation and Holy Orders. We can 

celebrate the Holy Spirit presence or to celebrate the awaking 

of the Holy Spirit in ourselves. In the celebration the 

confirmation we receive the fullness of the Holy Sprit and we 

become soldiers of God, to defend and proclaim without fear 

the Word of God. In order to give testimony, we need to show 

in our lives the fruits of the Holy Spirit (Galatians 5:22-23).
