Bible Insight: 

Are not Statues a 

form of idolatry? 
No. On the contrary, the Lord God 

actually instructed the Israelites to 

store those very commandments, 

carved in stone, within a sacred 

container (ark) to be decorated with 

golden images of angelic beings 

called cherubin (Exodus 25:10-22). 

He also commanded the people to 

decorate the places where they 

worshiped with gold, bronze, and 

wooden images of animals and 

plants (Exodus 25:33-36; 26:1; 1 

Kings 6:23-7:51; 2 Chronicles 3:1-

4:22). 

No Catholic who knows anything 

about the Catholic faith has ever 

worshiped a religious image. Even 

when Catholics kneel to pray before 

a statue, they are not worshiping 

the statue. They are simply 

expressing love and honor for the 

person represented by the statue. 

Like with do it with the picture of 

our beloved ones. 

Think of how most people display 

photos of their beloved ones in their 

homes and workplaces or carry 

them on their person. They may 

occasionally even kiss a picture. The 

affection they show to the photos is 

actually directed toward those the 

photos portray.

forma de idolatría? 

No. Al contrario, el Señor Dios instruyó a los 

israelitas que guardaran esos mismos 

mandamientos, grabados en piedra, dentro 

de un recipiente sagrado (arca) que sería 

decorado con imágenes de oro de seres 

angelicales llamados querubines (Éxodo 

25:10-22). También ordenó al pueblo 

decorar los lugares donde adoraban con 

imágenes de oro, bronce y madera de 

animales y plantas (Éxodo 25:33-36; 26:1; 1 

Reyes 6:23-7:51; 2 Crónicas 3:1-4:22). 

 

Ningún católico que conozca algo de la fe 

católica ha adorado jamás una imagen 

religiosa. Incluso cuando los católicos se 

arrodillan para orar ante una estatua, no la 

están adorando. Simplemente están 

expresando amor y honor por la persona 

representada por la estatua. Como lo 

hacemos con la imagen de nuestros seres 

queridos. Piense en cómo la mayoría de las 

personas exhiben fotos de sus seres 

queridos en sus hogares y lugares de 

trabajo, o las llevan consigo. A veces, incluso 

besan una foto. El afecto que muestran 

hacia las fotos, en realidad, se dirige a 

quienes las representan.
