Bible Insight: 

WHY DO WE LOVE MARY SO MUCH? (SECOND PART) 

Second: The idea of intercession is very strong in the bible: In 

Matthew 28:19-20 Jesus commissioned to the disciples to make 

disciples, to administrate the sacraments and to teach what He 

commended them to do. Jesus is so powerful that He would do 

everything by himself, but He asked the disciples to help him. 

Through the whole bible-the history of salvation- God invited 

Abraham to be the father of a great nation, God invited Moses to 

be the leader of his people, God invited the prophets to talk to the 

people in his name. So, then, Mary also is an intercessor; we can 

read in John 2:3-5: “when the wine ran short, the mother of Jesus 

said to him: they have no wine, Jesus said to her: my hour has not 

yet come. His mother said to the servers: do whatever   He tells 

you.” After this short conversation Jesus made the miracle (John 

2:9). Third: Mary is mother of Jesus and mother of the church since 

Jesus commanded to John to take care of her (John 19:26-27).
