BIBLE INSIGHT: 

CAN WE USE IMAGES? 

Christmas time is when many protestants tell us that certain images 

are “against” the bible. For example: when people use the Santa 

Claus image (Catholics do not use the Santa Claus image), or the 

nativity scene; we represent with the nativity scene our faith in Jesus 

who was born for our salvation. Let us explore the bible: Exodus 

20:4; Deut 4:16 and Leviticus 26:1 severely prohibit it. It is true. But 

what is the motive of this prohibition? We find the answer in the 

same texts: The prohibition is from having other gods, since the 

Jewish people were often exposed to this (Exodus 32:1-8). What God 

prohibits is idolatry, NOT THE IMAGES or statues, we can see it 

clearly in Exodus 25:18-20. God orders to sculpting of two cherubins 

for decorating the Ark of the covenant; another example is found in 

Numbers 21:8 where God asks Moses to make a metal snake. In the 

New Testament Jesus did not condemn the image of the Cesar with 

they presented it to him (Mark 12:13). If we are very strict in our 

understanding of idolatry, we could say that the crosses without 

Jesus are idolatry, because many people have died in empty crosses.
