Rev. Dr. Josphat Idaya:

I am blessed to be a grandfather to four grandchildren, a father to four 
children and a husband to my wife, Christine. God has entrusted me 
with the following roles: Senior pastor at Deliverance church Top Station, 
Deliverance church Bikeke and Deliverance church Jabez; Bible School 
registrar at Impact Christian College; President of Bild University, Kenya 
Chapter; General Secretary of Deliverance Churches in our region which 
consists of 200 churches.  FCM’s dedication to leadership training was 
what lead to our partnership. I believe in provision of all-round people 
and value-based leadership training in East Africa and beyond. Therefore, 
I believe that I have found a great partner in FCM who adds value to my 
ministry. That is why, through FCM’s leadership training program, I am 
actively training 19 leaders who are members of my church and 30 leaders 
who are not members of my church. In addition, I am heading the team in 
Kenya that is charged with translating materials to Swahili so these tools 
will be easily accessible and understood even with uneducated church 
leaders. As our partnership with FCM progresses, my future anticipation 
is 2nd Timothy 2:2. That I will be able to equip and disciple other leaders 
within my church network and community that they will be able to equip 
and disciple others. 

Pastor Wilson Atambo:

I am the lead pastor of International Vision Center (IVC) church at Kisii 
and the school chaplain at Kaizen Schools, Kisii. Most importantly, I am 
a husband to my wife, Everline and a father to my four children; Joy, 
Wisdom, Precious and Prince. I knew about FCM through Bishop Josphat 
Idaya who introduced me to Eric Dekruif. Eric shared the vision of FCM 
with me and I immediately got intrigued. What spoke to me the most 
about FCM, is the centrality of the church in our households and families. 
The family has been forgotten yet it is the smallest and most important 
unit of the church, which is a family of families. A strong, well established 
family in Christ, means a strong church. Therefore, FCM programs that are 
run in my Ministry are; Leadership training program that has 7 members, 
discipleship and mentorship program that has 50 members (mostly youth 
and teenagers) and Swahili translation project where I am the primary 
translator. My future anticipation for the FCM programs in my ministry is 
Titus 2:1-10; that I will be able to establish a recreation and rehabilitation 
centre that will train the youth to be men and women after God’s own 
heart. In addition, provide a safe haven for the youth in my community, 
protecting them from early marriages and drug abuse.
