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Program Identity

Award: Certificate in Practical Evangelism & Ministry
Foundations

- Duration: 8 Months (Two 4-Month Semesters)

- Scope: Year 1 of a two-year pathway, culminating in a
Diploma in Church Ministry and Leadership in Year 2.

- Delivery: A unified network curriculum taught live by Pastor
Allain from The River Comox Valley hub. Instruction is
delivered via live, interactive Zoom sessions. Recorded
lessons are provided for review and for students in
incompatible time zones or international locations, subject to
case-by-case approval for fully remote participation.

- Attendance: All students are required to attend the live
Zoom classes. Absences must be communicated to ministry
leads. Recordings are supplemental, not a primary substitute
for live engagement.



Curriculum Structure: From

Application — Harvest, integrating academic depth with
immediate practical fruitfulness.

Weekly Rhythm & Accountability




- Live Teaching (Network-Wide): Weekly interactive session with
Pastor Allain via Zoom from Comox Valley.

- Local Facilitation: Follow-up discussion, Q&A, and prayer led by
local campus pastors/coordinators.

- Mandatory Practical Outreach: Once per week, completed in
pairs or groups. While Saturday is suggested, the specific
day/time is flexible by location. Every outreach must be
documented in a weekly "Harvest Report" submitted to leaders,
tracking:

* Number of gospel conversations

- Church invites/leaflets distributed

- Prayers offered (for healing, salvation, etc.)
+ Souls won (salvation decisions)

- Weekly Check-in & Assignments: Students have a weekly
progress check with local leaders and submit all course
assignments as required.

Pathway for Graduates

Upon successful completion of the 8-month certificate,
graduates will:

1. Receive the Certificate in Practical Evangelism & Ministry
Foundations.

2. Be priority candidates to lead or apprentice in a Glory
Gathering (house cell).

3. Be eligible to apply for the Year 2 Diploma in Church Ministry
and Leadership.



4. Be eligible for River Network mission trips, ministry
practicums, and cross-ministry expansion opportunities.

5. Form the core of the network’s evangelism and prayer teams
for future local and international harvests.

This integrated plan ensures every student across The River
Network receives identical, high-quality training that is both
academically solid and immediately practical, directly fueling
the collective harvest vision with trained, activated, and sent
ministers of the Gospel.
