The  63rd  Annual recital  “Lights, Camera, Popcorn” was back at MIHS Auditorium June 12th. There were two shows 2 PM and 6 PM. Now let’s  see what we can learn from the program. This year we were again with photos in color .Six per page. But  The program 11 x 8 ½ folded .
 Page one.  tells a little about the studio as it grew. There was a few errors that need to be  fixed.   Liz started the studio in 1958. For a few years in the end part of the 60’s and early 70’s at several studios in  Cocoa Beach she was in partnership with Mrs. Maria Holland. She taught Tap and was kind of the studio office controller.  Mr. Al was called in 1967 to help Students Kathy Transon & Darrell Rigby to perform the Swan Lake. It was to be in the recital that year and Mr. Al was asked to return to dancing at the studio. He did and performed the next year with Kathy doing “Love Potion # 9 for the recital. We are  wearing costumes that Mr. Al designed by painting on our  costume. He also started teaching  adult Ballet & Jazz in 1969 . In 1973 Mrs. Holland  and her family were transferred  to California and Mr. Al bought her half of the business. Around 1976 it became a full co-operation with Liz and Al each having 50% of the stock.  In 1983 the company moved from Cocoa Beach to Merritt Island. We rented the building for two years and then bought the building etc. We had 125 students that year. By 1986 we had about 500 students and required some change to the building giving us two class rooms.
