1. Please arrive ½ hour before show time.   2pm Show Students who want to warm up please arrive at 12:30 warm up at 1.  Saturday 6pm show arrive at 4:30pm warm up at 5. 
2. Be dressed – makeup, shoes etc. No jewelry, fingernail polish, tattoos, body glitter, etc.  You will be asked to leave and remove it. ALL STUDENT will enter thru south side door (Between the Auditorium and School) No parents allowed to enter. 
3.  All Preschool, Combo and Beginning Levels pick up a nametag for your child when you drop off.  You will be asked for name tag when you pick up your child.
