This is the joyful feast of the people and family of God.  Men and women, boys and girls, young and old gather around Christ’s table.  All are invited and all are welcome into God’s family to remember and share the gift of Jesus’s love.  Let us first pray together…
Communion Prayer
Dear God, thank you for this opportunity to remember the story of the Last Supper.  Thank you for the gift of Jesus Christ and his great love for each one of us and for the whole world.  As we share communion, help us remember that we are all part of your great family, that you love us, and that you call us to love you and our neighbors more and more each day.  Amen.  
Remembering the Last Supper

When we share communion, we gather to remember the story of Jesus’s Last Supper with his disciples.  We remember that on the night he was betrayed, Jesus gathered at table with his friends.  Jesus took the bread, gave thanks for it, and broke it, saying:

“Take and eat. This is my body, broken for you.  

Do this in remembrance of me.”
In the same way Jesus took the cup, saying:

"This is the cup of God’s new covenant I have made with you and all people.  Love one another just as I have loved you. This is my blood, shed for you. Whenever you drink it, do this in remembrance of me."

Let us gather now as friends at Christ's Table to share the Last Supper just as Jesus did with his disciples.
