The Law gives us
a blueprint for how to do just that. Here’s how we can live it out together:

Courteous
Whether it’s a Scout welcoming a new patrol member, an adult leader
respectfully guiding a conversation, or anyone simply saying “thank you”
after a meeting—courtesy builds a troop culture grounded in mutual
respect. From holding the door open at church to actively listening when
someone speaks, these small acts of kindness and good manners
strengthen our community. Let’s model that for one another.

Kind
True kindness means looking out for others. Helping a fellow Scout tie a
knot, checking on someone who is having a rough day, or parents
supporting a new family in the troop—every kind gesture matters. It
creates a troop where everyone feels they belong.

Cheerful
There will be tough days—rain at camp, missed requirements, or long
hikes—but a cheerful spirit lifts everyone up. Positivity is contagious, and
our energy sets the tone for those around us.

Reverent
Doing our duty to God means honoring our faith, respecting others' beliefs,
and carrying our values into action. From moments of prayer to service
projects that bless others, reverence helps us stay grounded in purpose.

This is not just about Scouts. It is about all of us. The way we talk to one
another, how we serve, how we lead—it shapes the culture of our troop
and the lives of the young men we are helping to build.

Let’s commit to a year of leading with respect, serving with joy, and
growing with purpose. Together, under our theme—“Protecting Our Legacy
with a Twist: Impactful Change”—we will continue to shape something bigger
than ourselves.
