Better Prompt Example: Social Media Content

Prompt: "Write a fun and engaging social media post for our bakery, "makes great cakes" announcing a new seasonal flavor
of cake, Apple-Pumpkin spice. Target audience: young adults who enjoy trying new flavors and love to share photos on
Instagram. Include an image of the cake and ask people to share their favorite cake flavors in the comments, and the first
50 comments get a 10% discount code"

Bad Prompt Example:
Marketing Content

Prompt: "Write a marketing email about my new product.’

No Audience

1
The prompt doesn't specify the target audience for the email.
No Objective

2 The prompt lacks a clear objective for the email, such as
driving sales or generating leads.
No Call to Action

3 The prompt fails to mention a specific action the recipient

should take.



Better Prompt Example:
Marketing Content

Prompt: "Write a marketing email for a new line of eco-friendly cleaning
products for our company "Clean Safe". Target audience: age range 25 - 50,
environmentally conscious consumers. Include a 10% discount code and
encourage them to learn more on the website, www.learnmore.com.”

Specific Provides details about the product
and target audience.

Clear Objective Includes a call to action and aims
to drive sales.

Engaging Content Encourages the Al to create a
compelling email with a discount
code.
