This year we are upgrading our trophies again! At this year’s State Shoot we will have a
combination of Gist, Molly, and Tilden trophies to make sure there is a nice variety and high
quality trophies. Last but not least, Lucky Eagle Casino is sponsoring a FREE $1,200 HOA Lewis
option. This option is free for all shooters that shot the entire program, and will be paid out and
posted at the end of the shoot.
