27 Then he shall confirm a covenant 
with many for one week; But in the middle of the week He shall bring an end to sacrifice and offering. And 
on the wing of abominations shall be one who makes desolate, Even until the consummation, which is 
determined, is poured out on the desolate.”

Nehemiah 12:40-43 So the two 
thanksgiving choirs stood in the house of God, likewise I and the half of the rulers with me; 41 
and the priests, Eliakim, Maaseiah, Minjamin, Michaiah, Elioenai, Zechariah, and Hananiah, 
with trumpets; 42 also Maaseiah, Shemaiah, Eleazar, Uzzi, Jehohanan, Malchijah, Elam, and 
Ezer. The singers sang loudly with Jezrahiah the director. 43 Also that day they offered great 
sacrifices, and rejoiced, for God had made them rejoice with great joy; the women and the 
children also rejoiced, so that the joy of Jerusalem was heard afar off.
