After Jen Hatmaker’s
dog shredded an
heirloom baby blanket,

somehow reassemble the original. In Of
Mess and Moxie (Nelson Books),
Hatmaker explains how this is a picture of
God’s sovereign work.

“Nothing bears a better witness than
watching God resurrect someone’s life,”
writes Hatmaker. “That is a God who folks
want to know, a God worth his glory.”
