Important Information About The Proxy Form

What is a Proxy and why is it necessary?

In order to conduct official club business such as the nomination & election of officers, the club needs a
quorum of 35 members to conduct such business. A completed proxy enables you to participate in vot-
ing on club business without being present at the meeting, but still be included towards the required
quorum by authorizing another member in good standing to vote your position. This member could be
your spouse, another member, a Director at Large or other officer who is willing to cast your vote as in-
structed on your behalf as though you were present via a completed proxy in their physical possession.
This will ensure that there is a proper representation of the membership deciding club business at the

meeting.

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View From The Cab

If you were at the October 13" meeting at the Oyster Bay
RR Museum this article may be boring to you. So be pa-
tient with those who were not in attendance. They may find
this article of some interest.

First, | would like to thank David Morrison of the Oyster
Bay RR Museum for hosting our October meeting. It
turned out to be a life saver for our club. Up until the mo-
ment he volunteered we did not have a meeting place for
October. It was neat to have our meeting at a train muse-
um. One could not ask for a better setting. The station
building is currently undergoing extensive renovations to
bring the building back to the way it was when former
President Teddy Roosevelt was in office. He used this sta-
tion when visiting his home in Oyster Bay. Over the years
the LIRR made many changes to the building, such as the
number of doors the building had. A century ago the sta-
tion had five doors. Currently there are only two doors.
New doors (five) are sitting inside the station; they are rep-
licas of the original doors. They will be installed at a later
date.

After the club’s business meeting was §
concluded, a museum member pre-
sented a video, followed by a little
history lesson on the station and all
the problems and costs they encoun-
ter in restoring it. Because the station
is on the Historic Register they have
to follow certain mandates. These
mandates are the basis of many of
the higher costs of restoration. These §
are costs that one doesn'’t see, hid-
den costs. For example they had to have someone come
in and analyze the paints used in the past; you don’t physi-
cally see that cost, but five doors you can see.

Inside the building the majority of the plaster has been re-
moved from the walls exposing the red brick walls which |
found very neat. Of course when fully restored the plaster
will be replaced. Also all the wood beams of the roof’s
vaulted ceiling are exposed. That maybe original. Person-
ally | like seeing the beams showing.

After leaving the station building we could go to two other
areas. One was another building, the museum’s visitor
center, located down the street from the station. | can't tell
you about it because we did not go there. Kathleen and |
went to the grounds that include the garden RR, the turn
table, some small yard switch engines, the shell of a pas-
senger car, pieces of steam engine 35 and its tender. The
museum’s long term goal is to put engine 35 back together
but it will not be operational. The boiler will not be restored
to hold steam pressure. To do so would cost over
$2,000,000.

Kathleen went to see the garden RR along with other la-
dies of the club. | went over to the turn table where a mu-
seum volunteer gave a talk about it.

It turns out that when all the work on the turn table is com-

plete it will be the only working turn table with-

in a 50 mile radius of NYC. The turn table does work but
there are about 5 or more various government bodies in-
volved in getting all permits in place, local, state, and fed-
eral. One of the problems encountered is that they can
satisfy one government agency but then still be in conflict
with another agency. One example is this. When complete,
they want to give school children rides on the turn table,
along with rides on a caboose. Their intent is to add 70
feet of track to one side of the turn table and have the
small yard switch engine pull the caboose onto the turn
table, and then turn the table with the engine and caboose
on it. Another option is just to have the school children
stand on the turn table as it turns. Well now one of the
government agencies classifies this as an amusement ride
and they need permits and certifications for such; and on it
goes.

Someone in the group asked about the rides. It turned out,
many years ago, the railroad did give rides on the turn ta-

ble. Back then they didn’t have all the
railing and fencing that is required to-

day.

il Another person asked about the water
standing around the pivot point of the
turn table base area. Ground in this

¥l area of the turn table base is grass.
The museum cannot do any digging in
that base area because it is consid-
ered to be in a wetland area. This then
involves the DEC.

Besides being outdoors we were
blessed with a number 10 Fall day, which in turn made for
a great day for our meeting and visit to the museum.

So, if you missed this meeting at the Oyster Bay RR Muse-
um you may have a chance again next year. The museum
plans a grand opening of the working turn table at that time
and would like our club to attend, so stay tuned.

Remember the next meeting, November 10, 2019 is when
we hold elections for club officers. If you cannot attend,
please send in your proxy.

Our Christmas Brunch is December 15" at the Snapper
Inn. Drop dead date for receiving reservations and money
for the brunch is December 1, 2019, so it you intend to go
get your money in.
