Bullet Hunting Club Rules Rev. 15
1. Tennessee Wildlife Resource Agency (TWRA), AFM, and TIG rules shall be adhered to. 

2. All members and guests are required to sign the liability waiver in section 6 of the logbook, prior to each hunting season.


3. For all levels of membership, guests will not be allowed on the opening and closing weekends (Sat & Sun) of turkey or deer season. 


4. The club member bringing guest assumes all responsibility for that guests actions while on club land. 

5. Club boundaries shall be posted and patrolled by members to prevent trespass. Do not cross club boundaries onto adjoining land without prior permission. Gates shall be kept locked year-round to prevent physical trespass. Locked gates shall not be driven around.
6. Check in/out tagging system to be used by all members and guests. Please do not leave camp while still “tagged in.” 
7. Record all deer and turkey kills in section 3 of log book.

8. Buck Harvest: 
Platinum – 4 bucks maximum per membership, per year; guests to kill does only.

Gold – 4 bucks maximum per membership, per year; guests to kill does only. 
Legacy - 1 buck per membership, per year; no guests. 
*Legal bucks will meet two out of three of the following criteria: 4 points on one antler; 15” inside spread; 19” main beam length. Forfeiture of 1 buck on membership quota for any buck that does not meet the minimum size requirement, (i.e. 2 for 1).
For BHC standards, a buck is defined as any deer with 3” or greater spike (s). Less than 3” spikes are considered antlerless. However, TWRA definition & bag limit still applies.

 Note 1: The first buck that a youth or wife takes in their hunting career is excluded from all size restrictions. The second buck shall be a minimum 6 point with no width restriction. The third buck shall be a minimum 8 point with no width restriction.

9. The mandatory doe harvest is currently suspended. Option for reinstatement will be based on post season herd survey. However, to help maintain our buck to doe ratio, the following shall apply:
Rule (1) A membership will kill as many does as they do bucks.
Rule (2 Any portion of the doe quota for a membership not filled by the end of season is added to the doe quota for the next season. With the start of the next season, the doe quota shortfall from the previous year must be harvested first. No bucks can be killed until the shortfall from previous year is filled. 

10. Caution shall be exercised when judging young, small bodied “antlerless” deer to preclude the killing of baby bucks. Small bucks (less than 3” spike) accidently harvested as antlerless do not count against membership buck quota ($100 fine is suspended).

11. Stalk hunting, drives & walking of cutover on club land is prohibited. Scouting should be done as much as possible prior to opening day of hunting seasons. After season is open, it shall be performed between the hours of 11:00 AM and 1:00 PM. Common courtesy between club members and their guest shall be exercised to preclude encroaching on hunting areas.

12. Bronze members (turkey only) can hunt spring season (no fall hunting allowed) with appropriate license. All turkeys killed by guests shall count towards the total season bag limit per TWRA of the member that they are hunting with. Jakes are protected at BHC.

13. Work days will be scheduled as needed, and all members are expected to participate. Failure to do so may result in expulsion.


14. No cameras on food plots from 1 week prior to opening day of bow season until the close of last juvenile hunt of current season.
15. Baiting only allowed for pre-season scouting pictures & post season deer survey conducted after close of last juvenile season in January. All evidence of bait is to be removed two weeks (14 days) prior to opening of bow season, or 14 days prior to the spring juvenile turkey hunt. 


16. Rifle range is closed from November 1 until the close of last juvenile hunt of current season. Exception will be for emergency use only; i.e. you drop rifle & need to check scope. In that case, range can be utilized from 12:00 noon – 1:00 PM.


17. Amendment to club rules shall be voted on by a quorum of members.

Bullet Hunting Club Membership Structure

· Platinum Membership; $3,100 yr. - 4 Bucks per paid membership – Does-Turkeys-Small Game-Voting-Guests Allowed. Guests may take does per TWRA rules (no guest bucks allowed). The Platinum level cannot be joined from outside the club. It can only be moved into from within the club membership. It is designed to allow adult children the opportunity to hunt with their parents and/or grandparents. Can only be joined by a family (spouse, children and/or grandchildren), however, the maximum total buck take per paid membership would be 4.
· Gold Membership; $2,100.00 yr. – 4 Bucks per paid membership – Does-Turkeys-Small Game-Voting-Guests Allowed. Guests may take does per TWRA rules (no guest bucks allowed). Can be joined by either a family (spouse and school age or younger youth) or single member, however, the maximum total buck take per paid membership would be 4 or TWRA’s limit.
· Legacy Membership; $1,100.00 yr. – 1 Buck per paid membership – 4 Does-Turkeys-Small Game-Voting-No Guests - Cannot be joined from outside the club. The “Legacy” membership is available to our young adult members who have hunted and worked for at least 3 yrs. as a qualifying family member prior to turning 21 years old, graduating from college, completing an apprenticeship program, or serving in the armed forces. The term limit for a Legacy member is 4 years, or until reaching 25 years old, whichever comes first.
· Bronze Membership; $1,100.00 – Turkey only- Spring season only - No Guests – Non Voting. Can be joined by either a family (spouse and school age or younger child) or single member, however, the maximum total gobblers take per paid membership would be 4 or TWRA’s limit.
Notes: 

1) Maximum total of Legacy, Gold & Platinum memberships allowed per year is 14. The maximum total of Bronze memberships allowed per year is 4.


2) Membership commitment level to be declared each year by May 1, accompanied with a minimum $500.00 deposit (Legacy, Gold & Platinum members). Balance of membership fee is due no later than June 15 (all members).
