COURT RULES
The Golden Rule
CASE:  When I am near the net 
during  my partner’s serve and I 
hear the ball come in contact with 
the net, am I obligated to call a 
let? I know that anybody on the 
court can call a let, but do the rules 
require me to call it if I hear it? I 
maintain that I don’t have to, and I 
have given hell to my partners who 
have called a let when my serve has 
grazed the net and our opponents 
didn’t hear it.
VERDICT:  You are absolutely right 
that any player can call a let when 
they hear a serve touch the net 
and it lands in. You may choose 
whether or not you call the let. But 
tennis is not a game of “Gotcha!“ if 
you hear a let serve, call it. Always 

remember The Code, #1: “Tennis is 
a game that requires  cooperation 
and courtesy.”      — Rebel Good,

Backstop
CASE:  I hit my first serve into my 
doubles partner’s back—I try to 
tell him to play with one foot in 
the alley. One of our opponents 
claimed it was their point, because 
they didn’t have a chance to play 
the ball. We said it’s not their ball 
to play until it crosses the net and 
lands in, so it’s a second serve. Who 
was right?
VERDICT:  You were right; it’s 
a second serve. Rule 19 (Service 
Fault) says it’s a fault if “the ball 
served touches the server or the 
server’s partner,  or anything the 
server or server’s partner is wearing 
or carrying.”        — Rebel Good,
