1. Vaccination Requirements 
All dogs must be current on the following vaccinations: 
· Bordetella 
· Rabies 
· DHPP 
Official, up-to-date vaccination records must be submitted at least three (3) days prior to your pet’s stay. Wags to Riches reserves the right to refuse service at check-in if your pet appears to be sick, injured, in pain, or displaying behavior that may pose a risk to other pets or staff. If your pet has a medical condition or is currently on medication, please notify our team in advance so we can assess their needs. 
 
2. Emergency Contact & Authorization 
You may designate an adult (18 years or older) as your emergency contact or agent. This individual should not be traveling with you. If we are unable to reach you in the event of an emergency, you authorize us to contact this person, who will have full authority to make decisions on your behalf regarding your pet’s care, including health-related decisions and associated expenses. 
 
3. Emergency Medical Care 
If your pet becomes ill or injured and the situation is deemed non-emergency by our staff, and we are unable to reach you, please indicate your preferred course of action: 
 
☐    Authorize treatment as recommended by the veterinarian until you or your emergency          contact can be reached. I authorize up to $_______________to be spent on medical care. 
 
☐    Do not administer medical care until I (or my agent) provide explicit authorization. 
In the event of a serious emergency, your pet will be taken to an emergency veterinary clinic first, and we will attempt to contact you as soon as possible. 
 
4. Liability Waiver • 	In the unlikely event that your pet is injured by another animal, you agree to release Wags to Riches and its employees from any liability. • 	If your pet causes injury to another pet, you agree to be responsible for all resulting costs or damages and release Wags to Riches from liability. 
· You understand that illnesses may still occur despite proper vaccination, and you accept all risks and associated medical costs. 
· If your pet damages or destroys Wags to Riches property, you agree to cover the cost of replacement or repair. 
  
 
5.Payment Policy, you agree to pre-pay for all daycare packages prior to the first drop off for daycare. If you do not pre-pay, then you will be charged the full day pricing when you arrive.  
6. Dog Daycare Participation 
Pets must be neuter or spayed after 6 months of age to play with other dogs. Please note that during daycare, pets may interact and play with other dogs, if they are dog friendly. Even with full vaccination, minor injuries or illnesses (e.g., dog bites, scrapes, coughs) can occur. Dogs may be given breaks in individual enclosures throughout the day or during check-in/out periods. 
 
7. Personal Belongings & Medication 
We advise against bringing valuable or sentimental items. Wags to Riches is not responsible for lost or damaged belongings. 
Boarding facilities may not administer prescription medications or tranquilizers, sedatives, or any pharmaceutical drug designed to calm an animal unless the medication or drug is administered under the direction of the animal’s veterinarian, with a written prescription from the animal’s veterinarian, and with written permission from the animal’s owner. In the event Wags to Riches agrees to administer such medications or substances, the medications must be in the original container issued by a veterinarian or pharmacy and administered according to label directions. The label must include client name/pet name, dosage, drug name, veterinarian’s name, and date issued. The administration of these medications or substances shall be documented as required by 02 NCAC 52J .0102.

8. Abandonment Policy 
If your pet is not picked up on the scheduled departure date and we cannot reach you or your emergency contact, we will continue to provide care at your expense. 
Should your pet be deemed abandoned in accordance with local, state, or federal laws, we will attempt to notify you. If contact cannot be made and the pet is not retrieved within a reasonable period, Wags to Riches reserves the right to transfer ownership to a local animal control agency, humane society, or adoption partner. 
You may lose legal ownership of your pet in this event. You remain financially responsible for any unpaid charges, including legal fees and court costs incurred in collection efforts. 
 
9. General Provisions 
This agreement is the entire understanding between you and Wags to Riches and supersedes any verbal agreements. Wags to Riches reserves the right to photograph or record your pet during their stay for use in promotional materials, including print and online platforms. 
This agreement will remain in effect for all current and future pets under your care, until such time it is updated or amended.

Medication Administration Policy – Dog Daycare Agreement (North Carolina) 
Administering Medication to Pets 
 
To ensure the safety and well-being of all animals in our care, Wags to Riches adheres strictly to the guidelines set forth by the North Carolina Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services (NCDA&CS) and the Animal Welfare Act regarding the administration of medications to pets. 
 
1. Written Authorization Requirement 
Clients must provide written authorization for Wags to Riches to administer any form of medication (prescription or over the counter) to their pet. This authorization must include: 
· Pet’s full name and description, Name of the medication, Dosage and frequency 
· Method of administration (oral, topical, etc.)  Specific instructions or precautions 
· Veterinarians contact information 
 
2. Packaging and Labeling All medications must be provided in their original container with the veterinary label intact. The label must clearly indicate o Pet’s name o Medication name o Dosage instructions o 	Expiration date 
· Prescribing veterinarian’s information 
 
3. No Administration Without Authorization. Staff are not permitted to administer any medications without: 
· Proper documentation of Owner’s written consent 
· Medication in its original labeled packaging 
 
4. Types of Medication We Can Administer Our staff may administer oral and topical medications as prescribed, provided the pet is cooperative. Injectable medications (such as insulin) will only be administered with prior approval, based on staff qualifications and veterinarian recommendations. 
 
5. Medical Emergencies In the event of an adverse reaction or medical emergency, Wags to Riches will: 
· Contact the pet owner immediately o 	Seek veterinary care if necessary 
· Administer first aid per the veterinarian’s guidance
