Conrad Mansion
Conrad Mansion is a 19th century home in Kalispell that has been 
converted into a museum. Charles Conrad was an early pioneer 
to Kalispell, who made his fortune in shipping before building the 
mansion in 1895.

Northwest Montana History Museum
