A man has been jailed for assaulting a woman at her home in Warrington.
James Kenny, 35, from Brick Street, Warrington appeared at Liverpool Crown Court on 16 October to be sentenced after pleading guilty to assault and criminal damage at an earlier hearing. He was found not guilty of intentional strangulation. He was sentenced to two years and two months in prison.
In the early hours of 10 April 2025 the victim was sleeping at her home address when she woke to find Kenny, who she had known for around three weeks, standing over her. He accused her of speaking to other men which she denied. He then left with his belongings, and she continued to deny this over the phone to him which was met with abuse.
At around 10.30am the same morning she heard someone coming through the front door and realised Kenny had taken her keys to let himself into her address with his friend. Kenny continued to shout at her as he tried to take her phone off her. The struggle continued and he assaulted her repeatedly. He then went into the kitchen smashing plates and cups and throwing items he’d taken out of her cupboards.
PC Michael McAulfield said: “Kenny’s jealous behaviour spilled over into violence leaving the woman fearing for her life. No one should feel threatened in their own home, and no one should be met with violence in any relationship. I want to reassure people that those who use violence will face the consequences while victims will be supported and given any help and advice they should need.”
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AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Crewe man jailed for raping and assaulting a woman
A 37-year-old man has been jailed for 16 years after being found guilty of raping and assaulting a woman.
John Dawson from Ernest Street in Crewe appeared at Chester Crown Court on 16 October to be sentenced after being found guilty of two rapes, intentional strangulation and assault, two counts of threatening to send an intimate photo or video, and engaging in controlling or coercive behaviour.
The investigation began following an allegation of rape at a hotel in Crewe. Further investigation led to officers uncovering Dawson controlling the woman financially by taking money from her account, having access to her social media accounts and messaging apps, and isolating her from friends and family. He would also call her derogatory names and had assaulted her. Dawson was charged with the offences, which he denied, but was found guilty following a trial in July 2025. A second man was found not guilty of rape during the trial.
DC Katherine Isherwood-Smith said: “Dawson’s behaviour towards this woman was criminal and abhorrent. Dawson was deemed so dangerous to women that the courts jailed him for a substantial period. No one should ever be subjected to such degrading, manipulative and arrogant behaviour, and I hope seeing this man behind bars for a considerable time encourages others to come forward who may be suffering abuse. And I hope it goes as a warning to those who inflict such horrific acts that society does not tolerate violence or abuse against anyone.”

[image: Chester closure - York Street]Anti-social property shut down by officers in Chester
Officers in Chester has secured a closure order against a disruptive residence in Chester, giving the local community a much-need break from nuisance and disruption.
The property on York Street, Chester, which forms a part of a wider communal residence has been closed for the next three months under the Anti-Social Behaviour, Crime and Policing Act 2014. The order, which was granted at Chester Magistrates’ Court on Wednesday 15 October, was successfully granted after officers supplied the court with evidence of ongoing anti-social behaviour exhibited by the occupant.
Officers worked closely with the community to gather this evidence of anti-social behaviour and, as a result, the occupant has been ordered to leave and seek alternative accommodation. The property itself will remain closed for the next three months. Anyone who breaches this closure order and enters the property could face a hefty fine or a custodial sentence.
Neighbourhood Insp James Wilson: “Closure orders are just one several avenues we can take when it comes to tackling disruptive behaviour in our local communities and closing down hubs, like this, linked to anti-social behaviour. We work closely with members of our local Chester communities everyday to ensure they can enjoy where they live and not be disrupted by the few individuals who do not know how to properly behave. If you have any concerns about any anti-social behaviour or crime in your area, please speak to your local officer, contact us via the Cheshire Police website or call 101.”

Man charged with drugs offences
A from who was known to frequent the Winsford area has been charged with drugs offences.
Jack Day was arrested by officers from Cheshire Police at a Supermarket in Speke on Wednesday 15 October as part of an ongoing investigation. The 32-year-old has since been charged with being concerned in the supply of Class A drugs (cocaine), possession of a knife, possession of a class B drug (cannabis) and driving without insurance. The charges relate to offences in Speke and Whitchurch. Day, of no fixed abode, has been remanded in custody and is set to appear at Chester Magistrates Court on Friday 17 October.

Man charged following armed robbery in Runcorn
Detectives investigating an armed robbery at a convenience store in Runcorn have charged a man in relation to the incident.
Shortly after 7am on Thursday 16 October, police were called to reports of a robbery at the Morrison Daily Store, on The Village Square in Runcorn. The caller reported that a man had threatened staff with a knife and stolen a quantity of cigarettes and vapes. Officers attended and a 39-year-old man from Merseyside was arrested nearby in relation to the incident. Alex Shirley, of Merewood, Southdene, Kirkby, has since been charged with Robbery and Possession of a knife in a public place. He has been remanded in police custody and is set to appear at Chester Magistrates Court later today, Friday 17 October.

Man charged following police pursuit
A 20-year-old man has been charged following a police pursuit in Cheshire.
At around 11.50pm Tuesday 14 October, officers stopped a Seat Ibiza on Cross Lane in Sandbach following a pursuit which began in Congleton. Two men were arrested nearby in relation to the incident. Jayden Burden, 20, of Laburnum Avenue, Wistaston, has since been charged with dangerous driving, driving without a licence, driving without insurance, and failing to stop. He has been remanded in custody to appear at Chester Magistrates’ Court today, Thursday 16 October. A 29-year-old man who was arrested at the scene has been released on bail.

Illegal tobacco, vapes and toys seized during joint trading standards visit
[image: Mostyn]Officers from the Constabulary’s PVPE team were joined by colleagues from Trading Standards in an operation targeting illegal substances and immigration crime at retailers across Cheshire East.
On Tuesday 14 October, officers from the Protecting Vulnerable People Exploitation team, supported by colleagues from the FNO team and local trading standards were deployed across Cheshire East, operating under Operation Machinize.
Launched by the National Crime Agency, Op Machinize is an ongoing coordinated operation that aims to tackling money laundering, the criminal use of cash-intensives in high street businesses and immigration crime. Over the course of the day, the teams visited six commercial premises across Sandbach, Congleton, Alsager and Macclesfield and seized quantities of illegal products, including vapes, tobacco and counterfeit toys.
Additionally, these illicit products had been hidden in concealments out of sight within the shops. However, thanks to the assistance of a specialist detection dog Mostyn, the products were quickly identified and seized by officers. The street value of the products seized is estimated to be around £25,000. A 32-year-old man from Macclesfield was also arrested on suspicion of modern-day slavery offences. He remains in custody at this time assisting officers with their enquiries.
DI Martin Caldwell, of force’s Protective Vulnerable People Exploitation team, said: “We and our community partners work very hard to tackle those attempting to sell illicit products in Cheshire and, while many businesses across Cheshire East are operating within the law, we have seen that there are a those few who think they can get away with it – as we have seen today. There really is nowhere to hide when it comes to distributing products that are illegal for a reason and today’s results are the product to the excellent work of our officers partners who are committed to bringing organised criminals, as well as those who exploit the most vulnerable people in our society, to justice.
“With that in mind, we cannot take action like this without your support. Information submitted to us from members of the public is vital to our investigations, so I would encourage anyone with any information or concerns about illegal activity in their area to get in touch.”

Officers reassure residents following reports of suspicious activity in Blacon
Officers are reassuring members of the public following reports of suspicious activity in the Blacon area of Chester.
Cheshire Police have recently received a number of reports relating to incidents in Blacon. These mostly involve children encountering what are described as suspicious white vans while walking along the road, or reports of men acting suspiciously in the area. We would like to reassure residents that we are aware of every report and have been investigating each one.
At this stage in our investigations, there is no suggestion that any of these incidents are linked and currently, no offences have been committed. Most of the reported vehicles have been in the area for legitimate reasons, a number being delivery drivers trying to find addresses and have waved at residents, which has been misconstrued. For example, one incident included a neighbour of a child speaking to them through the fence of a primary school as they were passing by, but this was misunderstood and initially reported as suspicious behaviour, which was not the case.
However, we are continuing to investigate incidents and are following all lines of enquiry. These reports are well-intentioned, and we would like to reiterate that we take reports of this nature extremely seriously.
CI Paul Fegan, of Chester Local Policing Unit, said: “We have increased patrols in the area to provide reassurance to members of the public and are investigating every report made to us. The safety of members of the public is of paramount importance to us so please be assured that we are conducting a number of enquiries to establish the full circumstances of each report and provide advice and support. We have been able to establish most of the incidents have not been as perceived, and we would like to remind people to avoid sharing speculation on social media which fuels misinformation.
“If you do have any concerns or spot anything suspicious, including on CCTV, video doorbell or dashcam, please refrain from posting on social media and contact police immediately in the first instance. Do not hesitate to report any suspicious activity – the sooner you report it, the sooner we can assist. Please call 101 or report information at https://www.cheshire.police.uk/ro/report/ . In an emergency always call 999."
Man charged following attempted burglaries in Nantwich
A man has now been charged in relation to a number of incidents in the Crewe and Nantwich area.
Steven Hilditch, of HMP Hindley, has been charged with five counts of attempted burglary of a dwelling, one count of a burglary other than a dwelling, six counts of vehicle interference and one count of theft of a pedal cycle. The 34-year-old will appear at Crewe Magistrates’ Court on Thursday 20 November. The charges relate to reports of incidents in the Crewe and Nantwich areas throughout June 2025.

Two arrested and drugs seized following successful police stop check in Warrington
Two people have been arrested and a quantity of illegal drugs seized following another successful police stop check in Warrington.
At around 3.40pm on Monday 13 October, officers from the Roads and Crime Unit were on patrol in Warrington when they spotted a suspicious vehicle on Mersey Street. Officers stopped the Grey Audi Q2 and during a search of the car they discovered a quantity of what are believed to be class A, B and C drugs hidden in the vehicle. The driver of the car, a 45-year-old man from Warrington was arrested on suspicion of possession with intent to supply class A and B drugs, and possession of class C drugs. He was also arrested on suspicion of drug driving.
A passenger in the vehicle, a 32-year-old woman, from Warrington, was arrested on suspicion of possession with intent to supply class A drugs. The pair have since been released under investigation pending further enquiries.
Following the arrests PC Shaun Norman, of Warrington Area Investigation Team, said: “This is another fantastic result which has led to the removal of a large quantity of illegal drugs from the streets of Cheshire. While this investigation is in the early stages, I hope that these arrests provide reassurance for residents in the area and the wider community. I want to reassure the public we are doing all we can to crackdown on those who bring misery to our communities, helping to ensure Cheshire remains a hostile environment for those intent on committing crime. Man charged following serious assault in Warrington
Detectives investigating a serious assault in Warrington have charged a man in relation to the incident.
Shortly after 4pm on Monday 13 October, police received multiple reports of an incident at a residential address on Manchester Road in Woolston. Officers attended the scene and found a 55-year-old woman had been stabbed. The woman was taken to Aintree Hospital by air ambulance where she remains at this time; her condition is currently described as critical. Gavin Shaw was arrested at the scene in relation to the incident and he has since been charged with attempted murder. The 61-year-old, of Manchester Road, Warrington, has been remanded in custody and is set to appear at Warrington Magistrates' Court on Wednesday 15 October. A scene remains in place at address on Manchester Road and additional officers are also on patrol in the area to provide reassurance. Anyone with any issues or concerns is urged to speak to an officer.

Man charged following traffic stop in Chester
A man has been charged with drugs offences following a traffic stop check in Chester.
At around 2.50pm on Monday 13 October, officers from Chester Proactive CID stopped a blue Audi on Sealand Road, Chester. A number of items were discovered in the vehicle and the driver was arrested at the scene. Gary Novelli, of Llys Padarn. Ewloe, has since been charged with possession with intent to supply class A drugs (cocaine) and Possession of criminal property (cash). The 49-year-old has been remanded in police custody and is set to appear at Chester Magistrates Court on Tuesday 14 October.

Shoplifter jailed after breaching Criminal Behaviour Order
A shoplifter who was banned from entering several shops across Northwich has been jailed after breaching the terms of his Criminal Behaviour Order (CBO).
[image: Luke Weedall]Luke Weedall, of no fixed abode in Northwich, appeared at Chester Magistrates’ Court on Friday 10 October 2025. He was jailed for eight weeks after entering the Tesco and B&M stores in Manchester Road, Northwich, on multiple occasions between 30 September and 5 October 2025, which he was prohibiting from doing. He pleaded guilty to shoplifting, including stealing laundry products from the Tesco store, and a hoover and household cleaning products from the B&M store.
The 37-year-old was originally served with a three-year CBO at Chester Magistrates’ Court on Friday 12 September 2025 where he was banned from entering the following stores –
· Tesco, Manchester Road, Northwich
· Superdrug, Witton Street, Northwich
· Home Bargains, Witton Street, Northwich
· Farmfoods, Chester Way, Northwich
· B&M, Leicester Street, Northwich
· Sainsbury's, Venables Road, Northwich
· B&M, Manchester Road, Northwich
In addition, Weedall is not allowed to put items in any carrier bags or rucksack inside any retail stores in Cheshire, and to use store-provided baskets, in order to prevent him from concealing any stolen items. He is also banned from entering any retail stores in Cheshire while wearing a face covering and banned from entering any building sites without permission from the site manager. The order remains in place until 12 September 2028.
Insp Paul Heatley, of Northwich Local Policing Unit, said: "Weedall is a prolific shoplifter and we are committed to making Northwich a hostile environment for those intent on causing havoc for businesses in our community. The CBO was put in place to allow for swift action to hold Weedall responsible for his crimes and he is now spending time behind bars for his failure to adhere to the conditions of his order. I hope this will provide reassurance to local businesses, demonstrating that we are committed to doing all we can to tackle shoplifting across Northwich.”

Man jailed for sexually abusing a child in Warrington
A child rapist has been jailed for 21 years for subjecting a young girl to years of sexual abuse in Warrington.
[image: Graham Jones]Graham Jones, previously known as Graham Peacock, of Clonners Field, Stapeley, appeared at Liverpool Crown Court on Friday 10 October where he was handed the custodial sentence. He will also need to serve an extra five years on extended licence. The 64-year-old had previously denied the charges, which consisted of four counts of rape, 14 counts of indecent assault, and four counts of gross indecency with a child, but was subsequently found guilty following a trial.
The court heard how Jones had abused the victim over many years in the Warrington area. The abuse began when she was aged nine and continued for several years. The offences were reported in May 2022, and the victim bravely spoke about what had happened to her. Following enquiries, Jones was arrested and ultimately charged with multiple offences in June 2024. On top of his 21-year sentence, Jones was ordered to sign the Sex Offender Register for life and is also subject to an indefinite Sexual Harm Prevention Order, plus restraining orders to protect the victim in this case.
DC Caroline Wharmby said: “Firstly, I would like to commend the bravery of the victim in this case for speaking about what happened to her. No-one should have to go through what she has been through, and I hope the conclusion of this court process will help to bring her some sense of closure. Although nothing will make her forget what this despicable man did, her evidence and courage has meant he is now behind bars for a significant length of time, where he can’t do this to anyone else.
“Jones is clearly a sexual predator, taking advantage of an innocent young girl for his own twisted gratification. The fact that he committed such dreadful crimes over a number of years shows that he had absolutely no regard for how his crimes would impact the victim. Thankfully, the jury saw through his lies, and he now has many years in custody to contemplate his actions.
“I would urge anyone who has been a victim of a sexual offence to report it to police via our website or by calling 101.”

UKFPU Statement - Four football fans arrested in Latvia
England football fans in Latvia are being reminded to respect local culture following the arrest of four fans in Riga.
2,586 England fans are set to watch the game which is set to kick-off at the Daugavas Stadiona at 7.45pm tonight (Tuesday 14 October). While the vast majority of fans have been well behaved, four England supporters have been arrested so far. Two of the men were arrested on Sunday 12 October after damaging planters in the street, they have since been released and issued with fines. Additionally, two men were arrested last night, Monday 13 October, after they were caught urinating in public. They have since been released pending further enquiries.
Supt Gareth Parkin, who is leading the UK Football Policing Unit (UKFPU) delegation in Riga, said: “The fans out here in Latvia are representing our country, so it’s really disappointing to see that four fans have been arrested. This type of behaviour is not acceptable in the UK, nor is it acceptable here in Latvia, and I hope that these arrests will act as a warning to other fans out here in Riga.”

Warrington man charged with several offences following incident in town
Officers in Warrington have charged a man with several offences, including weapons and burglary offences, following an incident in the town.
Michael Muse was arrested at around 1.52am on Saturday 11 October. Muse, of Orchard Brow, of Rixton-with-Glazebrook, has since been charged with section 18 wounding with intent and two counts of possession of an offensive weapon in a public place. He was also charged with aggravated burglary with intent and possession of a class B drug (cannabis). The 53-year-old has been remanded in custody to appear at Chester Magistrates’ Court on Monday 13 October. The charges relate to an incident that occurred on Orchard Brown on Saturday 11 October.

Man charged in relation to sexual assaults in Macclesfield
Officers investigating reports of sexual assault in Macclesfield have charged a man in relation to the incidents.
Matthew Evans, of Dale Street, Macclesfield, was arrested on Friday 10 October. The 54-year-old has since been charged with three counts of sexual assault and one count of stalking. He has been remanded in custody until a hearing at Crewe Magistrates’ Court on Wednesday 29 October. The charges relate to reports of incidents involving a delivery driver in the Macclesfield area between 8 and 14 October.

Three people arrested in Congleton as part of ongoing fight against organised immigration crime
Three people have been in Congleton arrested as part of an ongoing operation to tackle organised immigration crime.
On Thursday 9 October, officers from the Eastern Area Investigation Team took part in Operation Machinize in partnership Immigration Officers and HMIC. A part of the operation officers visited two car washes in the town leading to the arrest of three men, one aged 33 and two aged 39, suspicion of modern slavery offences. The trio have since been released on bail. In addition, four other men were also arrested by immigration and a number of items were seized, including a car, several mobile phones and a quantity of cash. Following the visits, the owners of the car washers are likely to face significant fines of up to £45,000 per illegal worker.
Speaking after the operation DC Dominic Rogers, of the Eastern area Protecting Vulnerable People Unit said: “We work hard to tackle criminals operating in our communities and today’s operation demonstrates just some of the work that we do day in, day out. While the vast majority of businesses in Congleton are operating legitimately, there are some who exploit the most vulnerable people in order to make financial gains. Those involved in such activities often have links to drug trafficking and distribution, organised immigration crime, modern slavery and human trafficking, which is why we are committed to doing all we can to identify those involved.
“I hope that the results from this operation will provide some reassurance to our communities and also act as a warning to those who are considering taking part in this type of activity.”
