-Jesus the Son of Man earned His position of Lordship through the cross. Phil 2: 8-

10 
8And being found in human form, he humbled himself by becoming obedient to the 

point of death, even death on a cross. 9Therefore God has highly exalted him and 

bestowed on him the name that is above every name, 10so that at the name of Jesus 

every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11and every tongue 

confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. 

Matt 28: 16-18 
16Now the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the mountain to which Jesus had directed 

them. 17And when they saw him they worshiped him, but some doubted. 18And Jesus 

came and said to them, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 

- Jesus is the eternal true God and Lord of this universe with all authority and power.  

- Satan is the temporary god of this world system with restrained authority and power.  

- He can only do what God allows. The strength of his authority is sin. Sin is his 

foothold in individual Christian’s lives and the life of the church.

-Satan is a usurper gaining his position by deceitfully stealing it from Adam. He is 

ferociously jealous of the throne of Christ. Because he cannot dethrone Christ, he seeks 

to dethrone Him in believers’ hearts and local churches. 

-His tactics against the church include counterfeiting the works of the Holy Spirit 

especially seen during times of genuine revival and awakenings. 

-By sowing seeds of doubt and fear he seeks to destroy the faith of believers. By 
encouraging the self life he wishes to bring conflict and disunity to local churches.  

-Through sin in general he wishes to hinder and even destroy holiness in believers and 
local churches. Ultimately he wants to bring dishonor to the name of Jesus and hinder 
His purposes.
