“And God said, “Let there be lights in the
expanse of the heavens to separate the day from
the night. And let them be for signs and

for seasons, and for days and years, *and let
them be lights in the expanse of the heavens to
give light upon the earth.” And it was so. "® And
God made the two great lights—the greater light
to rule the day and the lesser light to rule the
night—and the stars. 7 And God set them in the
expanse of the heavens to give light on the
earth, 8to rule over the day and over the night,
and to separate the light from the darkness. And
God saw that it was good. " And there was
evening and there was morning, the fourth day.

20 And God said, “Let the waters swarm with
swarms of living creatures, and let birds fly
above the earth across the expanse of the
heavens.”

22 And there was evening
and there was morning, the fifth day.

24 And God said, “Let the earth bring forth living
creatures according to their kinds—livestock and
creeping things and beasts of the earth
according to their kinds.” And it was so. 2 And
God made the beasts of the earth according to
their kinds and the livestock according to their
kinds, and everything that creeps on the ground
according to its kind. And God saw that it was
good.

26Then God said, “Let us make man in our
image, after our likeness. And let them have
dominion over the fish of the sea and over the
birds of the heavens and over the livestock and

over all the earth and over every creeping thing
that creeps on the earth.”

Amos, and Amos the father of

Josiah, "and Josiah the father of Jechoniah and
his brothers, at the time of the deportation to
Babylon.

2 And after the deportation to

Babylon: Jechoniah was the father

of Shealtiel, and Shealtiel the father of
Zerubbabel, *and Zerubbabel the father of
Abiud, and Abiud the father of Eliakim, and
Eliakim the father of Azor, and Azor the father
of Zadok, and Zadok the father of Achim, and



Achim the father of Eliud, '*and Eliud the father
of Eleazar, and Eleazar the father of Matthan,
and Matthan the father of Jacob, ®*and Jacob the
father of Joseph the husband of Mary, of whom
Jesus was born, who is called Christ.

for himself commanders of thousands and
commanders of fifties, and some to plow his

Saul's Unlawful Sacrifice

8He waited seven days, the time appointed by
Samuel. But Samuel did not come to Gilgal, and
the people were scattering from him. ®So Saul
said, “Bring the burnt offering here to me, and
the peace offerings.” And he offered the burnt
offering. ' As soon as he had finished offering
the burnt offering, behold, Samuel came. And
Saul went out to meet him and greet

him. " Samuel said, “What have you done?” And
Saul said, “When | saw that the people were
scattering from me, and that you did not come
within the days appointed, and that the
Philistines had mustered at Michmash, 2| said,
‘Now the Philistines will come down against me
at Gilgal, and | have not sought the favor of

the Lord. So | forced myself, and offered the
burnt offering.” * And Samuel said to Saul, “You
have done foolishly. You have not kept the
command of the Lord your God, with which he
commanded you. For then the Lord would have
established your kingdom over Israel

forever. “But now your kingdom shall not
continue. The Lord has sought out a man after
his own heart, and the Lord has commanded him

to be prince over his people, because you have
not kept what the Lord commanded you.”

2 Samuel 7
The Lord's Covenant with David

7 Now when the king lived in his house and

the Lord had given him rest from all his
surrounding enemies, 2the king said to Nathan
the prophet, “See now, | dwell in a house of
cedar, but the ark of God dwells in a tent.” 3And
Nathan said to the king, “Go, do all thatis in your
heart, for the Lord is with you.”

4But that same night the word of the Lord came
to Nathan, ®*“Go and tell my servant David, ‘Thus
says the Lord: Would you build me a house to
dwellin? ¢l have not lived in a house since the
day | brought up the people of Israel from Egypt
to this day, but | have been moving aboutin a
tent for my dwelling. 7In all places where | have
moved with all the people of Israel, did | speak a
word with any of the judges of Israel, whom |
commanded to shepherd my people Israel,
saying, “Why have you not built me a house of
cedar?”’ #Now, therefore, thus you shall say to
my servant David, ‘Thus says the Lord of hosts, |
took you from the pasture, from following the
sheep, that you should be prince over my people
Israel. °And | have been with you wherever you
went and have cut off all your enemies from
before you. And | will make for you a great name,
like the name of the great ones of the

earth. " And | will appoint a place for my people
Israel and will plant them, so that they may dwell
in their own place and be disturbed no

more. And violent men shall afflict them no
more, as formerly, " from the time that |
appointed judges over my people Israel. And |
will give you rest from all your enemies.
Moreover, the Lord declares to you



that the Lord will make you a house. ?*When your
days are fulfilled and you lie down with your
fathers, | will raise up your offspring after you,
who shall come from your body, and | will
establish his kingdom. *He shall build a house
for my name, and | will establish the throne of his
kingdom forever. 1 will be to him a father, and
he shall be to me a son. When he commits
iniquity, I will discipline him with the rod of men,
with the stripes of the sons of men, Sbut my
steadfast love will not depart from him, as | took
it from Saul, whom | put away from before

you. "® And your house and your kingdom shall be
made sure forever before me. Your throne shall
be established forever.”” V7 In accordance with all
these words, and in accordance with all this
vision, Nathan spoke to David.

David's Prayer of Gratitude

8Then King David went in and sat before

the Lord and said, “Who am |, O Lord God, and
what is my house, that you have brought me thus
far? " And yet this was a small thing in your eyes,
O Lord God. You have spoken also of your
servant's house for a great while to come, and
this is instruction for mankind, O

Lord God! 2 And what more can David say to
you? For you know your servant, O

Lord God! ?'Because of your promise, and
according to your own heart, you have brought
about all this greatness, to make your servant
know it. 2 Therefore you are great,

O Lord God. For there is none like you, and there
is no God besides you, according to all that we
have heard with our ears. 2 And who is like your
people Israel, the one nation on earth whom God
went to redeem to be his people, making himself
a name and doing for them great and awesome
things by driving out before your

people, whom you redeemed for yourself from

Egypt, a nation and its gods? ¢ And you
established for yourself your people Israel to be
your people forever. And you, O Lord, became
their God. 2 And now, O Lord God, confirm
forever the word that you have spoken
concerning your servant and concerning his
house, and do as you have spoken. 22 And your
name will be magnified forever, saying,

‘The Lord of hosts is God over Israel,” and the
house of your servant David will be established
before you. ?” For you, O Lord of hosts, the God of
Israel, have made this revelation to your servant,
saying, ‘I will build you a house.’ Therefore your
servant has found courage to pray this prayer to
you. 2 And now, O Lord God, you are God,

and your words are true, and you have promised
this good thing to your servant. 2 Now therefore
may it please you to bless the house of your
servant, so that it may continue forever before
you. Foryou, O Lord God, have spoken, and with
your blessing shall the house of your servant be
blessed forever.”

2 Samuel 11 (Background of David’s Sin with
Bathsheba)

David and Bathsheba

11 In the spring of the year, the time when kings
go out to battle, David sent Joab, and his
servants with him, and all Israel. And they
ravaged the Ammonites and besieged Rabbah.
But David remained at Jerusalem.

2|t happened, late one afternoon, when David
arose from his couch and was walking on the
roof of the king's house, that he saw from the
roof a woman bathing; and the woman was very
beautiful. *And David sent and inquired about
the woman. And one said, “Is not

this Bathsheba, the daughter of Eliam, the wife
of Uriah the Hittite?” *So David sent messengers
and took her, and she came to him, and he lay
with her. (Now she had been purifying herself
from her uncleanness.) Then she returned to her
house. ® And the woman conceived, and she sent
and told David, “l am pregnant.”

8So David sent word to Joab, “Send me Uriah the
Hittite.” And Joab sent Uriah to David. ?When
Uriah came to him, David asked how Joab was
doing and how the people were doing and how
the war was going. 8Then David said to Uriah,
“Go down to your house and wash your feet.”
And Uriah went out of the king's house, and there
followed him a present from the king. ®But Uriah
slept at the door of the king's house with all the
servants of his lord, and did not go down to his
house. "®When they told David, “Uriah did not go
down to his house,” David said to Uriah, “Have
you not come from a journey? Why did you not
go down to your house?” " Uriah said to

David, “The ark and Israel and Judah dwell in
booths, and my lord Joab and the servants of my
lord are camping in the open field. Shall | then go

to my house, to eat and to drink and to lie with
my wife? As you live, and as your soul lives, | will
not do this thing.” 2Then David said to Uriah,
“Remain here today also, and tomorrow | will
send you back.” So Uriah remained in Jerusalem
that day and the next. * And David invited him,
and he ate in his presence and drank, so that he
made him drunk. And in the evening he went out
to lie on his couch with the servants of his lord,
but he did not go down to his house.

#In the morning David wrote a letter to Joab and
sent it by the hand of Uriah. "®In the letter he
wrote, “Set Uriah in the forefront of the hardest
fighting, and then draw back from him, that he
may be struck down, and die.” "®*And as Joab was
besieging the city, he assigned Uriah to the place
where he knew there were valiant men. '7 And the
men of the city came out and fought with Joab,
and some of the servants of David among the
people fell. Uriah the Hittite also died. "®Then
Joab sent and told David all the news about the
fighting. ' And he instructed the messenger,
“When you have finished telling all the news
about the fighting to the king, 2°then, if the king's
anger rises, and if he says to you, ‘Why did you go
so near the city to fight? Did you not know that
they would shoot from the wall? 2' Who killed
Abimelech the son of Jerubbesheth? Did not a
woman cast an upper millstone on him from the
wall, so that he died at Thebez? Why did you go
so near the wall?’ then you shall say, ‘Your
servant Uriah the Hittite is dead also.”

22350 the messenger went and came and told
David all that Joab had sent him to tell. 2The
messenger said to David, “The men gained an
advantage over us and came out against us in
the field, but we drove them back to the entrance
of the gate. 2#Then the archers shot at your
servants from the wall. Some of the king's



servants are dead, and your servant Uriah the
Hittite is dead also.” # David said to the
messenger, “Thus shall you say to Joab, ‘Do not
let this matter displease you, for the sword
devours now one and now another. Strengthen
your attack against the city and overthrow it And
encourage him.”

26When the wife of Uriah heard that Uriah her
husband was dead, she lamented over her
husband. ? And when the mourning was over,
David sent and brought her to his house, and she
became his wife and bore him a son. But the
thing that David had done displeased the Lord.

Ezekiel 11:16-20

®Therefore say, ‘Thus says the Lord God: Though
I removed them far off among the nations, and
though | scattered them among the countries,
yet | have been a sanctuary to them for a while in
the countries where they have gone.” ' Therefore
say, ‘Thus says the Lord God: | will gather you
from the peoples and assemble you out of the
countries where you have been scattered, and |
will give you the land of Israel.’ '* And when they
come there, they will remove from it all

its detestable things and all its

abominations. " And | will give them one heart,
and a new spirit | will put within them. I will
remove the heart of stone from their flesh and
give them a heart of flesh, 2°that they may walk in
my statutes and keep my rules and obey

them. And they shall be my people, and | will be
their God.

QUESTION 11

Matthew 2:1-12 (background of the Magi)

The Visit of the Wise Men

2 Now after Jesus was born in Bethlehem of
Judea in the days of Herod the king, behold, wise
men from the east came to Jerusalem, 2saying,
“Where is he who has been born king of the
Jews? For we saw his star when it rose and have
come to worship him.” *When Herod the king
heard this, he was troubled, and all Jerusalem
with him; #and assembling all the chief priests
and scribes of the people, he inquired of them
where the Christ was to be born. °They told him,
“In Bethlehem of Judea, for so it is written by the
prophet:

§“And you, O Bethlehem, in the land of Judah,
are by no means least among the rulers of
Judah;
for from you shall come a ruler
who will shepherd my people Israel.’”

"Then Herod summoned the wise men secretly
and ascertained from them what time the star
had appeared. 8 And he sent them to Bethlehem,
saying, “Go and search diligently for the child,
and when you have found him, bring me word,
that | too may come and worship him.” ® After
listening to the king, they went on their way. And
behold, the star that they had seen when it rose
went before them until it came to rest over the
place where the child was. "When they saw the
star, they rejoiced exceedingly with great



joy. " And going into the house, they saw the
child with Mary his mother, and they fell down
and worshiped him. Then, opening their
treasures, they offered him gifts, gold

and frankincense and myrrh. 2And being
warned in a dream not to return to Herod, they
departed to their own country by another way.

The Creation of the World



1 In the beginning, God created the heavens and
the earth. 2The earth was without form and void,
and darkness was over the face of the deep. And
the Spirit of God was hovering over the face of
the waters.

3And God said, “Let there be light,” and there
was light. *And God saw that the light was good.
And God separated the light from the

darkness. ®*God called the light Day, and the
darkness he called Night. And there was evening
and there was morning, the first day.

6 And God said, “Let there be an expanse in the
midst of the waters, and let it separate the
waters from the waters.” 7 And God made the
expanse and separated the waters that were
under the expanse from the waters that

were above the expanse. And it was so. 8And
God called the expanse Heaven. And there was
evening and there was morning, the second day.

9And God said, “Let the waters under the
heavens be gathered together into one place,
and let the dry land appear.” And it was so. '*God
called the dry land Earth, and the waters that
were gathered together he called Seas. And God
saw that it was good.

" And God said, “Let the earth sprout vegetation,
plants yielding seed, and fruit trees bearing fruit
in which is their seed, each according to its kind,
on the earth.” And it was so. *The earth brought
forth vegetation, plants yielding seed according
to their own kinds, and trees bearing fruit in
which is their seed, each according to its kind.
And God saw that it was good. "®*And there was
evening and there was morning, the third day.

“And God said, “Let there be lights in the
expanse of the heavens to separate the day from
the night. And let them be for signs and

for seasons, and for days and years, *and let
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them be lights in the expanse of the heavens to
give light upon the earth.” And it was so. *And
God made the two great lights—the greater light
to rule the day and the lesser light to rule the
night—and the stars. ' And God set them in the
expanse of the heavens to give light on the
earth, 8to rule over the day and over the night,
and to separate the light from the darkness. And
God saw that it was good. " And there was
evening and there was morning, the fourth day.

20 And God said, “Let the waters swarm with
swarms of living creatures, and let birds fly
above the earth across the expanse of the
heavens.” 2So God created the great sea
creatures and every living creature that moves,
with which the waters swarm, according to their
kinds, and every winged bird according to its
kind. And God saw that it was good. 22And God
blessed them, saying, “Be fruitful and multiply
and fill the waters in the seas, and let birds
multiply on the earth.” 22 And there was evening
and there was morning, the fifth day.

24 And God said, “Let the earth bring forth living
creatures according to their kinds—livestock and
creeping things and beasts of the earth
according to their kinds.” And it was so. 2 And
God made the beasts of the earth according to
their kinds and the livestock according to their
kinds, and everything that creeps on the ground
according to its kind. And God saw that it was
good.

26Then God said, “Let us make man in our
image, after our likeness.

The Seventh Day, God Rests

2 Thus the heavens and the earth were finished,
and all the host of them. 2And on the seventh day
God finished his work that he had done, and he
rested on the seventh day from all his work that
he had done. 3So God blessed the seventh day
and made it holy, because on it God rested from
all his work that he had done in creation.

The Creation of Man and Woman

4These are the generations

of the heavens and the earth when they were
created,

in the day that the Lord God made the earth and
the heavens.

5When no bush of the field was yet in the

land and no small plant of the field had yet
sprung up—for the Lord God had not caused itto
rain on the land, and there was no man to work
the ground, ®and a mist was going up from the
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land and was watering the whole face of the
ground— "then the Lord God formed the man
of dust from the ground and breathed into

his nostrils the breath of life, and the man
became a living creature. 8 And the Lord God
planted a garden in Eden, in the east, and there
he put the man whom he had formed. °And out
of the ground the Lord God made to spring up
every tree that is pleasant to the sight and good
for food. The tree of life was in the midst of the
garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good
and evil.

1°A river flowed out of Eden to water the garden,
and there it divided and became four

rivers. 1" The name of the first is the Pishon. Itis
the one that flowed around the whole land

of Havilah, where there is gold. '?And the gold of
that land is good; bdellium and onyx stone are
there. ¥ The name of the second river is the
Gihon. Itis the one that flowed around the whole
land of Cush. " And the name of the third river is
the Tigris, which flows east of Assyria. And the
fourth river is the Euphrates.

5The Lord God took the man and put him in the
garden of Eden to work it and keep it. "®*And

the Lord God commanded the man, saying, “You
may surely eat of every tree of the garden, "7 but
of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you
shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it

you shall surely die.”

8Then the Lord God said, “Itis not good that the
man should be alone; | will make him a helper fit
for him.” " Now out of the ground the Lord God
had formed every beast of the field and every
bird of the heavens and brought them to the man
to see what he would call them. And whatever
the man called every living creature, that was its
name. 2 The man gave names to all livestock and
to the birds of the heavens and to every beast of



the field. But for Adam there was not found a
helper fit for him. 2'So the Lord God caused

a deep sleep to fall upon the man, and while he
slept took one of his ribs and closed up its place
with flesh. 2 And the rib that the Lord God had
taken from the man he made into a woman and
brought her to the man. 2Then the man said,

“This at last is bone of my bones
and flesh of my flesh;
she shall be called Woman,
because she was taken out of Man.”

% Therefore a man shall leave his father and his
mother and hold fast to his wife, and they shall
become one flesh. # And the man and his wife

were both naked and were not ashamed.

Revelation 21

The New Heaven and the New Earth

21 Then | saw a new heaven and a new earth,

for the first heaven and the first earth had passed
away, and the sea was no more. 2And | saw the
holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down out of
heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned
for her husband. *And | heard a loud voice from
the throne saying, “Behold, the dwelling place of
God is with man. He will dwell with them, and
they will be his people, and God himself will be
with them as their God. He will wipe away every
tear from their eyes, and death shall be no

more, neither shall there be mourning, nor
crying, nor pain anymore, for the former things
have passed away.”

5And he who was seated on the throne said,
“Behold, | am making all things new.” Also he
said, “Write this down, for these words are
trustworthy and true.” ® And he said to me, “Itis
done! | am the Alpha and the Omega, the
beginning and the end. To the thirsty | will give
from the spring of the water of life without
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payment. ’The one who conquers will have this
heritage, and | will be his God and he will be my
son. 8But as for the cowardly, the faithless, the
detestable, as for murderers, the sexually
immoral, sorcerers, idolaters, and all liars, their
portion will be in the lake that burns with fire and
sulfur, which is the second death.”

The New Jerusalem

°Then came one of the seven angels who had the
seven bowls full of the seven last plagues and
spoke to me, saying, “Come, | will show you the
Bride, the wife of the Lamb.” " And he carried me
away in the Spirit to a great, high mountain, and
showed me the holy city Jerusalem coming down
out of heaven from God, " having the glory of
God, its radiance like a most rare jewel, like a
jasper, clear as crystal. 2|t had a great, high
wall, with twelve gates, and at the gates twelve
angels, and on the gates the names of the twelve
tribes of the sons of Israel were inscribed— *on
the east three gates, on the north three gates, on
the south three gates, and on the west three
gates. And the wall of the city had

twelve foundations, and on them were the twelve
names of the twelve apostles of the Lamb.

3 And the one who spoke with me had a
measuring rod of gold to measure the city and its
gates and walls. "®The city lies foursquare, its
length the same as its width. And he measured
the city with his rod, 12,000 stadia. Its length and
width and height are equal. " He also measured
its wall, 144 cubits by human measurement,
which is also an angel's measurement. ®The
wall was built of jasper, while the city was pure
gold, like clear glass. ' The foundations of the
wall of the city were adorned with every kind of
jewel. The first was jasper, the second sapphire,
the third agate, the fourth emerald, 2°the fifth
onyx, the sixth carnelian, the seventh chrysolite,



the eighth beryl, the ninth topaz, the tenth
chrysoprase, the eleventh jacinth, the twelfth
amethyst. 2' And the twelve gates were twelve
pearls, each of the gates made of a single pearl,
and the street of the city was pure gold, like
transparent glass.

2 And | saw no temple in the city, for its temple is
the Lord God the Almighty and the Lamb. 22And
the city has no need of sun or moon to shine on
it, for the glory of God gives it light, and its lamp
is the Lamb. 2By its light will the nations walk,
and the kings of the earth will bring their glory
into it, 22and its gates will never be shut by day—
and there will be no night there. 26 They will bring
into it the glory and the honor of the

nations.  But nothing unclean will ever enter it,
nor anyone who does what is detestable or false,
but only those who are written in the

Lamb's book of life.
