Class attire will be blue pants, black

shoes or boots, and a class shirt which
will be provided.

The class material that will be covered is
based off the Firefighter | &Il 6™ edition
standards.

Safety, communications, hose,
appliances, SCBA, water supply, fire
streams, forcible entry, identification of
equipment, extrication, brush fires, fire
extinguishers, ropes and knots, ladders,
search and rescue, CPR, first aid, and of
course, live fire training.
