SUE RASMUSSEN WOWS US WITH
LANDSCAPE & ANIMAL QUILTS

At a fair, showing horses , Sue fell in love
with a Bernina at the age of 10 because it
made buttonholes. Later, she gave up vet-
erinary science for a guy who eventually
took her to every quilt shop in Hawaii, plus
a few jewelry stores. Sue’s quilts sequen-
tially give the stories of her life, such as the
quilt made of desperation while her hus-
band and sons were each disabled and
needing Mom-care. Each year when Sue
went to Asilomar she came back with a dif-
ferent story and a quilt summarizing it: 1.
Meeting her Dad at a stoplight when he
didn’t know she was in town 2. Her room-
mate borrowing a beer opener, and having
to drink all 12 of the open beers in one
night 3. Her drying bra giving her good vi-
brations all over town. 4. Taking home 4
very used but still usable tires inside her
Suburban, while her sewing lamp and chair
rode the roof.

After a class from Ruth McDowell, Sue
learned how she could piece ANYTHING!
This was an excellent thing. Because of a
wrist injury she was limited to machine
work, and hated raw edge applique..
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How long did it take her to make that
quilt? ALL HER LIFE. Every experience
went into learning the skills needed, the
ideas, and the verve to do it. (Not very
many people would buy a pair of Gloria
Vanderbilt pants to cut into a quilted
barn.)

Sue has won Best of Show at Pacific In-
ternational, and a Judge’s Award in the
world’s largest show in Japan. The prize
award of 6000 yen covered the postage.
The doe won big in 2007 and was bought
for an outrageous price which Sue
named off the top of her head, never ex-
pecting to sell.
