Purpose: 

The Harry S. Foster, American Legion Post 67, Inc., has established a scholarships to promote academic excellence among students in 
Hampton, Newport News and York County Area Public Schools. Scholarships are to be awarded on a competitive and merit basis to 
graduating seniors who: 

1. Have a good to excellent academic record.

2. Possess strong leadership skills.

3. Be involved in school and community activities.

4. Demonstrate sufficient financial need.

Who is Eligible:  

All June 2026 high school graduates attending school in Hampton, Newport News, and York County Public Schools. In addition, they 
must satisfy the following criteria:

1. Possess a minimum of 2.5 GPA.
2. Submit a completed application including a 300-500 word essay.
3. Submit one (1) letter of recommendation.
4. Submit a list of school and community activities.
5. Submit an official high school transcript (with their respective High School seal)
6. Be enrolled full-time in an accredited two-year college/trade school or four-year college or university.
7. Attend an interview if requested

How the recipients are chosen: 

1. Recipients are selected based on their academic or vocational excellence, school and community involvement, letters of
recommendation, an essay, and financial need.

2. The Harry S. Foster, American Legion Post 67 Inc., Scholarship Committee will select the recipients.

Amount of Scholarship: 

Harry S. Foster, American Legion Post 67 Inc., will award scholarships up to one thousand ($1,000) dollars.  Post 67 can change the 
amount and the number of scholarships to be awarded, contingent upon available funding and the number of applications received.

Application Deadline: 

The application deadline for scholarship awards is April 3, 2026.
