Academic Framework
The WISE curriculum is grounded in WIDA-aligned instruction, integrating the five
language domains—Reading, Writing, Listening, Speaking, and Grammar—
through interactive, experience-based learning.

Students strengthen academic communication, critical thinking, and real-world
English fluency while engaging in the Whitfield American Cultural Immersion
Curriculum, which explores four central themes:

American History – U.S. presidents, inventions, and historical milestones
American Geography – Regional diversity, climate, and major cities
American Traditions – Holidays, sports, and cultural values
American Economics – U.S. currency, innovation, and major global companies
