teaching drama at Brookhurst Junior High School. She
directs 7-8 shows each year teaching improvisation, original
and scripted material, and performances at lunchtime and for
local elementary schools.

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Are We Powerless in Affecting Change in Santa Ana?%

Everybody seems to love San Francisco and the song “I Left My Heart in San Francisco” rings true for many of us. I
don’t necessarily desire to live there, but I still love to visit that beautiful city. [ had the chance just last week to go to San
Francisco for the Assistance League National Convention. The city was as alive as ever, including the homeless
population. We witnessed in one Starbucks an apparently homeless man pull down his pants, scratch, do a little dance
and then pull up his pants again! Needless to say, we O.C. girls were a little shocked. Thinking about the homeless has
been on my mind more and more as the year goes by. This latest incident underscored for me that state-wide we need
both short-term and long-term solutions to the growing homeless problem. “Solutions that both help the homeless
residents address their housing, employment, mental health, drug treatment and other basic needs and solutions that
ensure the safety of all residents, workers and visitors.” (Councilman Jose Solorio)

Americans are compassionate people as evidenced by the outpouring of money and tireless work during the recent
hurricanes and earthquakes. As to those who are homeless and/or food deprived in Orange County, | would guess that
over 50% of our neighbors give to organizations such as Second Harvest Food Bank, O.C. Rescue Mission, the Salvation
Army, places of worship, etc. and volunteer countless hours in organizations that help those who need help. We are good
people. Most of us would like to see everyone have a place to call home. During the last year or so, most of us have been
impacted by the growing homeless population in Santa Ana. We find them camping out behind our fences in the creek
bed or alongside our homes. We feel unsafe walking in our neighborhood as the reports of seeing homeless people
increase. We cannot take our young children to nearby parks in fear of encountering the homeless or finding needles in
the sand of the play areas. Property crime has increased. Going downtown is not so much a treat with seeing so many
homeless camping or roaming about. It seems that everywhere you go, someone is asking for a hand-out. Some of us are
worried about attracting business to and keeping businesses in Santa Ana while others are worried about our home
values. While some of us are asking the question, when do the property owners/residents of Santa Ana get their rights
upheld? It’s not an easy solution and everyone seems to have their own version of what solutions should be acted on
first. As [ write this in late September, the City Council of Santa Ana just approved a Homeless Services Manager
position. It declares in the action plan that “For the protection of Santa Ana residents, employees and visitors, the
enforcement of laws is important. This includes enforcement against homeless individuals who are endangering others or
otherwise engaging in unlawful activity, the City use of its police powers make both County and City services more
effective.” A position paper credited to Councilman Jose Solorio was briefly posted on Nextdoor.com that outlines some
very definitive actions that can be taken by the city. The title of this paper is “The Homelessness Crisis in Santa Ana is a
Shared Responsibility and it’s Time for Bold & Thoughtful Action.” We can take bold and thoughtful action, but it will
take more than just the City Council to ease the crisis. Let your voice be heard! Keep up the communication with your
city, county, and state representatives. Invoke the power of your tax paying status.

We’re always on the lookout for the newest haunts in DTSA and discovered this " M £ . o §
newly opened bar and restaurant (converted jewelry store), that just debuted o
about a month ago at 204 W. 4th Street. It has a small entrance that is set back
and may be easy to miss.

"Vacation" is getting some buzz in local papers, but none we know with a
personal review....until now!!! We arrived at 5:30ish where we were greeted by
friendly smiles. Welcoming us in was the warm, lively, and outgoing staff as a
small crowd was starting to gather. The vibe was a very casual, relaxed
atmosphere, a place to hang out and experience a one-of-its-kind cocktail! The
long expansive bar was tended to by Gabi, last year’s LA Bartender of the Year.
If you feel adventurous, just close your eyes and point to one of the ‘around the
world’ concoctions. Based on our choices you will not be disappointed. We
went from London to Spain to Thailand and back to Santa Ana all within an
hour! The drinks, priced around $15, are absolute works of art, beautifully
handcrafted to flawless perfection! The atmosphere is lively and a place to hang out
with friends with local live music - the crowd was increasing around the 7:00 hour. The
owner/Chef, Aron Habiger (who originally opened Crosby and then North Left in the same location a few years
ago) moved away to LA for a bit. He did some travel Pop-Ups and then met up with Chris Parker, investor in

'B restaurants, and Harry Kho who also will greet you at the door. They teamed up to start a
"' vacation themed restaurant inspired by their travels to different parts of the world. The
initial feel as you enter through the original glass door is a tropical island themed
atmosphere...open, airy and relaxed. The menu is certainly unique and worldly diverse as
we started off in a slow ‘vacation’ style of casual dining from the appetizer menu.
- Sampled first was the Steak Tartar for $15. It really was indescribably delicious. It rated a
10 all around. We asked what made it so unique and were told
it was the Secret Sauce — which is a secret. If she told us "it
wouldn’t be a secret!" I would go back just for that and also
attempt to get that secret! We asked for suggestions and then
ordered the Blue Corn Chicken Quesadilla- uniquely non-traditional, nice presentation.
The "Spiralized" potatoes were masterfully displayed with the fixin’s-of-the day at
Market Price...we had mixed reviews. The Heirloom Tomato Tartar with mushrooms
at $12 was just that, a vegan version of the "Heathen Meat Version." Another 10 all
the way around! The Broccoli (seasonal vegetable) was a bit salty for our tastes. We
would go back to further explore the other offerings, like Cubano- twice cooked pork
belly and Cusco Ceviche- seabass, shrimp and crispy octopus...that’s just the
appetizers! The Chef procures his meat selections daily from our local Electric City
Butcher in the 4th Street Market. The dinner menu is our next to try. We were told to
come back and experience the "off the menu" burger! Gotta try it! We ended our GNO
with, of course, dessert. They only had a few special offerings, so we ordered two:
Bleu Cheese Ice Cream with Port Wine Syrup at $7- mildly distinctive flavor within the homemade frozen delight
and rated a 10 once again! Vanilla Panna Cotta at $7 with 18-year-old Balsamic Vinegar- creamy, chiffon-like dish
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similar to a fluffy ‘Créme
Brulee’...another 10! FYI: This
syrupy version of balsamic
vinegar, which can be made by
reducing down any (flavored or
not) balsamic on a medium heat
to a syrup consistency or just
purchased as a "glaze", is great
to try over different kinds of
frozen desserts/sorbets, custards,
bread puddings, and fresh fruits
like berries or watermelon. We
started off as a group with an
ever so slight bit of trepidation,
because of our unfamiliarity with
this unique menu (remember, we
did the same thing with Irenia’s!!
Ha!) This was our best attitude
transformation so far!!!! Give it
atry...(they are closed Mondays
and Tuesdays) Enjoy...Until
Next Time...The Happy Hour
Girls!
