GLA Watercraft Decals

• Just a reminder that before you put any watercraft in the water for the 2024 season you must have a 

current 2024 GLA decal on it. 

• All Motorized Watercrafts must have current 2024 GLA decals, State registration, & Lot Numbers.

• All Non-Motorized Watercrafts must have current 2024 GLA decals and Lot Numbers.

• Lot Numbers must be at least 3 inch letters and numbers in contrasting color to the watercraft.

• All new watercrafts must be measured by the GLA Boat Committee prior to obtaining GLA decals.

• Location of Illinois sticker and Numbers/letters. Letters and numbers must be contrasting colors.

• New rule in effect! Only 100 PWCs are allowed. If you have a pre-stickered PWC, you’ll be first in line if 

the sticker fee is paid by April 1st. Otherwise, you’ll be placed on a waiting list.

The GLA campground opens on Monday April 1st 
(weather permitting0 itis located next to our beach 
area and is flanked by Goose Lake, not to be 
confused with the Goose Lake within Goose Lake 
Prairie State Natural Area. Open from May to 
September.

Four lakes are in the subdivision:
Goose Lake (not to be confused with a lake called 
Goose Lake that was north of Lorenzo/Pine Bluff 
Rd. in Goose Lake Prairie State Natural Area).
Beaver Lake, 
Lincoln Lake (the largest and only water skiing lake).
GLA is proud of their lakes and strives to keep them 
as clean as possible. The lakes are maintained and 
stocked by GLA, and shoreline permits are issued 
when any new work is being done. The work is 
reviewed by a committee to help maintain aesthetics 
and the natural balance of chemicals in the water as 
well as to control erosion. Said to be one of the 
cleanest lakes in the Midwest, Lincoln Lake has a 
visibility of about 25 feet of depth. Several marinas 
where boats can enter the lakes with gate keys are 
located throughout the subdivision. Safety is 
enforced on the lakes at the expense of GLA
Lake Committee Chair
Dave Barker

Boat Registration
We have a few rules that apply to boats on our 
lakes. Please review the rules to ensure you are in 
compliance. Here is a summary of some of the 
important things to remember when buying a boat.
SECTION 6.1: BOAT SIZE/WATERCRAFT SIZE 
REGULATIONS 
Pontoon Boats are limited to an overall length that 
does not exceed 24 feet 6 inches with not more than 
two pontoons (tubes). All other watercrafts are 
limited to an overall length that does not exceed 
20 feet as per original boat manufacturer 
specification and must measure 20 feet or less as 
measured by the Goose Lake Association. 

Measurement shall include molded platforms; 
excludes bolt-on platforms. The maximum overall 
width of any boat is to be no wider than 9 feet. The 
following watercrafts are prohibited: 
(a) Watercraft equipped with inboard rear engines 

including, but are not limited to, V-drive boats, 
inboard/outboard boats, and jet boats or any 
boats/watercraft that are equipped with any wake 
or wake enhancing devices such as, but not 
limited to, ballast tanks, hydro gates, etc. 

(b) Cabin cruisers or other boats with enclosed living 
quarters 

(c) Deck Boats 
(d) Tritoon Pontoon Boats [having three or more 

pontoons (tubes)] 
(e) Any boat/watercraft or water device is subject to 

evaluation by the GLA Board of Directors..

SECTION 6.2: BOATING AND USAGE (a) The 
marinas have been constructed for the launching of 
properly registered watercraft. All unattended 
watercraft must be taken out of the water and kept in 
the designated Goose Lake Association storage 
areas (or at owner’s property). A key to the Marinas 
may be issued to property owners and “A” members 
at a cost of $10.00 only if a boat or other properly 
registered watercraft decal is purchased. (b) Any 
watercraft found to be creating excessive waves will 
be subject to the fines and penalties as stated in 
Section 6.8: Boat Fines, Penalties, and Violations; 
Which included but not limited to: 1. Surfing 2. 
Overloading or operating a vessel that has been 
loaded beyond the recommended carrying capacity 
beyond the limits shown on the capacity tag plate 
installed by the manufacturer, which includes the 
person or persons in tow. 3. Overloading or operating 
a vessel with excessive people/weight in the rear of 
the boat. (c) All Watercraft shall be equipped and 
maintained with an effective below waterline exhaust 
system. (d) Boats used on Goose, Beaver Lake, and 
Half Moon Lakes shall not be equipped with more 
than a 10 HP motor. Boats on these lakes are limited 
to NO WAKE speeds. Pontoon boats are limited to no 
more than 100 HP on Lincoln Lake. (e) Jet Skis are 
limited to no more than 130 HP. Operators and owners 
of jet skis and other like personal water craft shall obey all 
rules concerning "flow" of watercraft direction and shall 
not operate in such fashion as to endanger themselves, 
passengers, or other users of the lake. PULLING OR 
TOWING OF WATER SKIERS OR PULL CRAFT WITH JET SKIS 
IS NOT PERMITTED. (f) Pontoon Boats are not allowed to 
pull anything or anyone on Lincoln Lake. All other lakes 
are limited to pull a single tube in a straight-line fashion.

The second major project for 2024 is the replacement 

of the 24 inch valve at Beaver Lake. This valve is 

critical to our lakes as it prevents the water from 

draining out and maintains the water level and quality. 

The current valve is old and corroded, and poses a 

risk of failure and leakage. The replacement project 

will involve installing a new valve, repairing the piping, 

and restoring the surrounding area.



From your positive feedback 

on the survey about the 

caretakers house renovation. 

According to the survey 

results, most respondents 

indicated that the beach house 

needs renovation and 

improvement. This suggests 

that the current condition of the 

property is not satisfactory and 

requires attention. A possible 

course of action is to allocate a 

budget and a timeline for the 

necessary repairs and 

enhancements, and to 

communicate them clearly to 

the property owners.  

Therefore, we, the board, have 

decided to pursue that 

possibility. Based on the 

inspections we conducted, we 

believe that a repair option 

would be adequate to fix the 

beach house, without needing 

a full rebuild. This would 

reduce the time and cost, as 

well as maintain the original 

design and structure of the 

property for a long time. This 

will likely involve the following

1. Injecting foam under the 

concession stand wall to 

stabilize the and prevent 

any future sagging.  

2. Have the south side of the 

concession stand graded 

and a concrete pad 

slopping away from the 

building. Install two drains 

slopping away for the 

downspouts to drain into.

3. Install gutters along the 

north side of the. The 

beach chair person and 

committee are working on 

getting quotes for all the 

work and will present them 

to the board for approval of 

funding.
