Climate Pollution Reduction Grants (CPRG)

This grant will allow for the LVPC 
to create a plan to apply for the 
larger, more competitive funding 
round for projects.

Inflation Reduction Act authorized the 

United States Environmental 

Protection Agency (EPA) to provide 

funding for CPRG program

CPRG provides funding for 

larger metro areas to 

create climate action plans

72 largest metro areas 

each received $1 million 

in planning grant funds
