3. Help Lightning App
3.1. [bookmark: _Making_a_Video]Making a Video Call
1. Say “Hello Vuzix” to start using voice commands.®
2. Say “Go to scanner” to open the scanner.
3. Scan the QR code of the person that you wish to video call.  
4. Say “Open” for the “Open Browser” button. You may have to say “Open” a few times for the QR code to open the Help Lightning app, if you have not selected for it to automatically open the Help Lightning app.
· Say “Go right” to highlight the “Always” button.  Saying “Open” on the “Just Once” buttons means that you will have to do this every time you scan a QR code to call someone.
· Say “Select” to select the “Always” button.
5. Once the Help Lightning app opens on your smart glasses, the video call is automatically made to the person.
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
