It is also advised that you contact your insurance agent to make sure that you have proper coverage for a water loss and liability.

Clean all decks and patio to maintain a fresh, consistent look throughout the community. Please remember that decks and patios are not to be used as storage areas and the following items are NOT to be put on decks or patios: garbage receptacles, bicycles, scooters, toys, clothes, drying racks or laundry of any kind. Patio furniture is allowed. Bird feeders may be placed at the wood line only. Violation of these policies carries a $50.00 fine.
