I did not choose you, rather, God placed your name in my heart, and I listened to His voice. You are an important part of this team, regardless of your responsibilities. Somehow, in the course of all of the team meetings and the walk itself, God will use you.

Being part of an Emmaus team has many awesome responsibilities.  Don't be afraid, don't anticipate, and don’t feel that you aren't capable to lead others to Christ. Team meetings are so important to building the best team for God's work. Please plan to attend every meeting. If for some reason you cannot attend, please let me know as soon as possible.

When you come to the Meetings, please wear your name badge.  Please come a few minutes before our scheduled time to visit and help set up the conference room. We will begin promptly in the sanctuary for a time of meditation, a brief devotion, special music and communion.  

A schedule of talk previews, team meeting devotions, and providing communion elements is enclosed. If you are giving a talk, a talk outline is enclosed.  God will lead you in preparing the right words.  Try to make the talk as personal as possible.  Remember, the talks that seem to have the most impact are those that contain real life joys and struggles. Please bring your visual aids with you when you preview. Please practice and make sure the talk is approximately 20 minutes in length. If you are a table assistant and have been scheduled to give devotions at one of the team meetings, you might want to use a personal illustration in your devotion.  This is a great way to get to know each other better. Plan your devotional time to be around ten minutes.  If you are to bring communion elements, a small loaf of bread and a small can of grape juice is sufficient.

Please review all of the information in this packet carefully. Remember, I am here for you. If you have any questions or concerns, please, please call me!  God wants us to serve together and to be united in His service. I am anticipating our first meeting time together. In the mean time; pray, pray, pray!
