Your lawn is the first place \ou should start. Once the last of the snow is gone, surve\ \our \ard for an\ for an\ trouble 
spots and then tackle problems head-on with these tips and tricks: 

UnmXte 
x If heav\ traffic and pet messes have ruined \our grass, sprinkle soil over the area with a combination of grass seed 

and fertili]er. Keep dirt moist until the seeds sprout into grass. 
x Remove an\ debris cluttering \our lawn: Pick up an\ fallen branches or twigs, clean leftover pet messes, and rake 

leaves when the ground is completel\ dr\. (FYI, raking over wet grass can tear grass from the roots, leaving \ou 
with even more bare patches.) Instead of bagging up leaves and twigs, use them as the foundation for a compost 
pile. 

 

TUeeV, ShUXbV, and PeUennialV 
Give \our plants a solid foundation to build upon b\ clipping awa\ an\ dead, d\ing, or diseased branches. While \ou're 
at it, cut back an\ branches that are encroaching on walkwa\s or high-traffic areas, so the\ don't get accidentall\ broken 
off during the spring and summer months. Not onl\ will this make \our back\ard more inviting, but it'll also allow more 
sunlight and air to reach the center of trees and shrubs. 
 
Not all plants are created equal, so follow this hand\ pruning guide to make sure \ou treat \ours right: 
 
x OUQaPeQWal GUaVVeV: Tie the tops of the grasses for quick and eas\ cutting, and then snip as close to the ground 

as possible. 
x SePi-ZRRd\ PeUeQQialV: Cut back butterfl\ bushes and Russian sage to about 4 inches tall. 
x BURad-leaYed EYeUgUeeQV: Prune an\ injured foliage from evergreens like bo[wood or holl\ firethorn. Wait un-

til earl\ summer to hedge. 
x FlRZeUiQg WUeeV: Before roses and h\drangeas full\ bloom, remove dead, damaged, or crowded stems, and shape 

or cut back as desired. 
 

 
GaUden BedV 
Flowers need room to grow, so it's important that \ou clear garden beds of fallen leaves, dead foliage, and unrul\ weeds 
before spring is in full swing. Not sure when it's time to get to work? Start raking fallen leaves and digging up dead 
plants as soon as the soil has thawed and the last frost has passed. Then, overhaul \our garden beds b\ following these 
tips: 
x Dig up perennials, including da\lilies and hostas, and divide them into three-stem groupings. Use them to fill in 

an\ sparse spots in the garden bed. 
x Shovel out last \ear's mulch to provide a blank slate for a new la\er, which should be added once spring planting is 

complete. 
x Want to add more plant beds this \ear? Use a tiller to break new ground, or build raised beds to make a bigger 

statement. Starting in earl\ spring, plant trees, shrubs, and hard\ perennial flowers (bleeding heart and geraniums, 
for e[ample). Wait until the last frost of the season to plant annuals and tender perennials (begonias and calla lil-
lies, to name a few). 

 

PaWiR and PaWhZa\V 
Before \ou reall\ take advantage of \our outdoor space, make sure that it's read\ to entertain. Use these tips as \our 
guide to spruce up dirt\ patio furniture, wooden decking, outdoor patios, or paver walkwa\s: 
 
 
x CleaQ DiUW\ PaWiR FXUQiWXUe: If \our metal and plastic outdoor furniture needs a good clean, mi[ a generous 

amount of dish liquid soap with warm water in a bucket. Then spra\ the furniture down with a hose. Using a n\lon 
scrub brush, wash the chairs with the solution; then rinse thoroughl\. Cut the dr\ing time b\ tipping the furniture 
on its side in the grass to let the water drain off. 

x RePRYe MildeZ RQ Whe Deck: Moisture trapped beneath planters and debris can cause mold to grow. To re-
move mildew stains, mi[ 2 cups of liquid chlorine bleach and 2 1/2 tablespoons of powdered laundr\ detergent into 
1 1/2 quarts of warm water. Saturate the area with the solution and allow it to set for 10 to 15 minutes. Scrub the 
stains with a stiff broom and rinse thoroughl\. 

x RefUeVh WickeU aQd RaWWaQ FXUQiWXUe: Dip a soft cloth in mild soap and water, and wipe off the furniture sur-
face. Remove an\ dirt in the grooves with a toothbrush. Let the furniture dr\ completel\ in the sun before using. 

x GeW Rid Rf MXd aQd GUiPe: After clearing the patio, sweep an\ debris and hose down until clean. Create a mi[-
ture of one cup baking soda with two cups distilled white vinegar, and spread over the concrete patio with a mop.
