From the
Pastor

Dear Parishioners,

We are now entering the month of February and
soon (in a few weeks) Lent will be upon us once
again. However, as I sit down to write my weekly let-
ter, there are still several uncertainties regarding
usual parish life and the activity it brings. The con-
cerns over Covid make it difficult to plan or antici-
pate the normal events we have been accustomed.
Compared to last year, there is some normalcy
gradually returning. However, with capacity limita-
tions and with the ongoing fear of the virus keeping
many parishioners at home, we are far from return-
ing to life has it was pre-pandemic.

So some questions have been raised that need ad-
dressing. First, will there be a fish fry at St. Theresa
this year? As of this publication, we are still weigh-
ing various options, as many who volunteered in
years past are not necessarily ready to return.
(Even if we do offer a Lenten Fish Fry this year, it will
not be the same set-up as previous years and will be
take-out only.) A decision will be made ASAP.

Will their be events at the Shrine (including the
Feast Day this summer)? This is a complicated ques-
tion, as there are some unforeseen factors that will
determine our future direction at the shrine. More
on this in the weeks ahead.

There are rumors in the community that Our
Lady of Good Help Parish will be affiliating with the
neighboring parishes in Burrillville in the not too
distant future. As I have said on many occasions, this
is an inevitable reality. However, as of now, nothing
has been determined from the Diocese, as it is de-
pendent on many external factors, such as priestre-
tirements and how the pandemic situation unfolds.
Regardless, there are discussions about collaborat-
ing with religious education and other activities as
soon as next Fall. You will be informed on how this
unfolds.

In the meantime, to quote St. Padre Pio, “Pray,
hope and don’t worry!” The times are unprece-
dented so all the more we all need to recommit our-
selves to our relationship with the Lord and nourish
our Catholic Faith. In a world that changes, we take
comfort in knowing that Jesus is the same yesterday,
today and forever!
