Dear Parishioners, 
 
     Last week, due to weather related delays with mail 
delivery and Fed-Ex, the bulletin was not delivered.  Here 
is an “encore presentation” of  my letter from last week.  
 
    Welcome to Lent! We are now embarking on a sa-
cred 40 day journey of prayer and penance.  As is the 
usual pious custom, many of us sacrifice something 
we enjoy for Lent. This is a traditional spiritual prac-
tice that assist us in battling the inclination towards 
sin. Therefore, the purpose of such sacrifice and de-
votion is not to make us healthier, skinner or smoke-
free, but rather to strengthen our faith and deepen 
our relationship with the Lord.   
 
     Lent is a season of self- denial, which is oriented 
towards greater union with God and living a life of 
increased Christian virtue.  Therefore, works of  sac-
rificial penance and prayer should not be done to ex-
alt one’s personal piety, but rather to humbly conform 
oneself more fully to Christ! Any other result  leads to 
pride which would erase all the grace that these 
works are intended to bring about.   
 
    Furthermore,  we should not only consider “giving 
up”  something but also “giving back” to the Lord. 
Perhaps giving Him a few extra minutes a day in 
prayer or attending daily Mass?   Lent is really a lit-
tle like Spring Cleaning for the soul. We seek to re-
move the excess debris that blocks God in our lives 
and hearts. We especially clean our souls by making 
our way to Confession to humbly receive God’s 
mercy, and forgiveness, of our sins. If you haven’t 
been to Confession (a.k.a. reconciliation) in a long 
time, why not make an effort to  do so this Lenten 
season??? 
 
     The purpose of Lent is to remind all of that  that 
we will face divine judgment one day and that noth-
ing in this life is worth losing eternal happiness and 
total union with God. As penance, we give up some of 
our lives' comforts so that our comforts and pleas-
ures won't lead us into sin. But in the end, it isn’t so 
much what we do alone, but how we freely respond 
to the God’s grace in our lives. We all have the free-
dom to remove the obstacles to divine grace in our 
lives, so we  all must do our part.  In doing so, we 
then allow God to do the rest of the work! Blessed 
Lent one and all!!
